Summary. The features of implementation of the state policy of territories economic potential development in the con-
ditions of decentralization in Ukraine are singled out. In order to comprehensively study of the conditions of functioning of
mechanisms of state regulation of territories economic potential development in Ukraine, the transformation of state policy
in this field has been investigated since 1990.0n the basis of a detailed analysis of management approaches, the stages of
its implementation were distinguished: the first stage — the formation of the state policy of territories economic potential
development (1990-1999); the second is the strengthening of the state policy of territories economic potential development
(2000-2009); the third is the decline of the state policy of territories economic potential development (2010-2014); fourth —
activation of the state policy of territories economic potential development (2015-2017); the fifth is the development of the
state policy of territories economic potential development (2018 — till now). The periodization offered by the author opens
possibilities for formulation of scientifically substantiated practical recommendations for improving the mechanisms of state
regulation of territories economic potential development. It was noted that during the years of Ukraine’s independence, the
state policy of territories economic potential development under the conditions of decentralization has undergone several
stages of transformation, which have defined its characteristic features. Despite the radical updating of the legal framework,
for a long period the process of territories economic potential development was in the conditions of dependence of state pol-
icy and a severe lack of powers regarding the ability to manage their own resources. The situation was further complicated
by managerial misunderstandings between public authorities and local self-government. Also, a large number of territorial
communities demonstrated their unwillingness to take responsibility for determining the strategic path to strengthening their
own economic capacity. All this determined the pace of economic development at the local, regional and state levels and,
accordingly, determined the specific features of the functioning of the mechanisms of state regulation of territories economic
potential development.

Streszczenie. Artykut przedstawia przebieg wojny bizantynsko-sasanidzkiej pomigdzy cesarzem Herakliuszem I i szachem
Chosroesem Il Parwizem, ktora byta pierwszym konfliktem o silnie religijnym charakterze.
Stowa klucze: Herakliusz, Chosroes Il Parwiz, Bizancjum, Persja, Sasanidzi, Jerozolima, Ganzak, relikwie Krzyza Swigtego.

Summary. The article presents the course of the Byzantine-Sassanid war between the emperor Heraclius | and shah Khos-

row Il, which was the first conflict of a strongly religious nature.

610 roku na tronie cesarskim w Konstantyno-

polu zasiadt Herakliusz, syn egzarchy Afryki
o tym samym imieniu. Rozpoczal swoje panowanie
od pozbawienia wtadzy i zycia swego poprzednika —
Fokasa, ktorego zabito 5 pazdziernika 610 roku. W
tymze dniu Herakliusz wstapit na tron!. W momencie
koronacji miat on 36 lat. Byt sredniego wzrostu i odzna-
czal si¢ krepg budowa ciata. Wiosy miat mie¢ zlociste,
niebieskie oczy i gesta brode. Zomierze szanowali go
za sife fizyczng i wytrzymatos¢. Odznaczat si¢ tez przy-
stepnoscia oraz wysoka kultura osobista w obcowaniu
z ludZzmi?. Herakliusz byl pierwszym cesarzem bizan-
tynskim, ktory przestal uzywac tradycyjnej tacinskiej

tytulatury cesarskiej i zerwat z fikcjg idei odrodzenia
imperium rzymskiego. W konsekwencji jako pierwszy
uzywat oficjalnie greckiego tytutu basileus3. Pochodzit
ze znakomitego rodu — jego przodkowie byli wyso-
kiej rangi oficerami. Jeden z nich, takze o imieniu
Herakliusz, za panowania cesarza Leona I (457-474)
dowodzit wyprawa przeciwko Wandalom w roku 471,
ktorej efektem zajeciem czesci wybrzeza libijskiego.
Jego ojciec z kolei walczy! na wschodnich granicach
imperium przeciwko Sasanidom. Za swe zastugi otrzy-
mat tytut egzarchy prowincji Afryki. Wiasnie stad, z
kartaginskiego portu, egzarcha Herakliusz wyprawit
swego syna, przysziego cesarza, do Konstantynopola,

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gdy oparte na terrorze panowanie Fokasa stato si¢ nie
do zniesienia®.

Wiek VII rozpoczat si¢ dla Cesarstwa wielkim kry-
zysem: utracono znaczng cz¢$¢ Batkanoéw, a wojna z
Persja, szczegolnie po Smierci Fokasa®, stala si¢ bardzo
powaznym problemem. Chosroes II Parwiz® zamierzat
bowiem podbi¢ ostabionego rywala’. Szach sasanidzki
jeszcze za zycia Fokasa szukat dogodnego momentu na
rozpocze¢cie wojny. Ostatecznie za dobry pretekst do
jej rozpoczecia uznat obowigzek pomszczenia swojego
dobrodzieja, cesarza Maurycjusza, zamordowanego
przez Fokasa w roku 602. Po intronizacji Herakliusza,
ktorego wladzy nie uznal, natychmiast zaatakowat
Armeni¢ i Mezopotamig. Zajecie tych obszarow nie
sprawito Persom wickszego ktopotu i ten wtasnie fakt
zachecit ich zapewne do natarcie na Syri¢ i Anatolig®.
Perska ofensywa zmusita wi¢cc nowego cesarza do
dziatania. Tak opisuje te wydarzenia kronika biskupa
Sebeosa: ,,W tym czasie, w 22 roku panowania Chosro-
esa, Herakliusz®, ktéry byl w kraju egipskim, zebral
wojsko i przeplyngl morze, dotart do Konstantynopola,
gdzie zamordowal cesarza Fokasa i wprowadzil na tron
Herakliusza, swego syna, oraz uspokoit caly kraj. Po
intronizacji Herakliusz skierowal do Chosroesa postow
z prezentami i listami, proszqc go z wielkg atencjg
0 pokoj. Szach Chosroes zas nie chcial o tym slyszeé
i odrzeki: ,To jest moje Cesarstwo (...). Herakliusz
zas wstgpil na tron bez naszej zgody i teraz przyno-
si nam w dar nasze wlasne skarby; nie zaprzestang
wojny, poki nie pobije go i nie utwierdze tam swojej
wladzy”. Przyjqwszy zas dary, rozkazal zabic¢ postow
Herakliusza”'°. Poczatek panowania Herakliusza
byl zatem niezwykle trudny. Niedtugo po koronacji
cesarza, Persowie pokonali wojska bizantynskie pod
Antiochig. Poczatek kampanii tak opisuje kronikarz
Sebeos: , Herakliusz, zgromadzil swe oddzialy woj-
skowe i stangl obozem pod miastem, aby przeszkodzié
dziataniom wojsk perskich. Dowodztwo nad wojskiem

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powierzyl Pryskusowi'l, a sam powrdcit do obozu. Bi-
zantynczycy'? oblegali wowczas Cezareg. Oblezenie
to trwato caly rok. Wojska perskie znajdowaly si¢ w
bardzo niedogodnym potozeniu ze wzgledu na brak
zaopatrzenia i paszy dla koni. Kiedy zas nadeszly
upaly i pola zakwitly, Persowie podpalili miasto i nie-
spodziewanie wyszedlszy z niego, pokonali Grekow,
zmuszajqc ich do ucieczki. Sami'® zas skierowali si¢
do Armenii, gdzie przezimowali. Wowczas to Szagen,
ich dowddca, zostal niespodziewanie wezwany przez
szacha, ktory rozkazal mu natychmiast pomaszerowac
na zachod. On, wzigwszy swe oddzialy, latem dotart do
Karinu, a nastepnie skierowat si¢ do Meliteny, ktorg
zdobyl. Po tych wydarzeniach polgczyl swe oddzialy
2z wojskiem Chorema, ktore stalo obozem w perskie
stronie granicy. ( ... ). Gdy zas stanowisko dowodcy objgl
Szachraplakan, wydat on Grekom bitwe pod miejsco-
wosciq Pars, w ktorej zwyciezyl. Po tych wydarzeniach,
Czrocz-Wegan, ktory nekatf wojska Herakliusza w
Armenii az do granic Asyrii, pod Niniwg nad Tygry-
sem wydal Grekom walng bitwe, w ktorej polegf on
sam i jego wojsko. Cesarz zas mianowal dowodcg woj-
skowym Filippika', zigcia Maurycjusza, ktory bedgce
wieloletnim dowodcq wojsk bizantynskich, w czasach
jego panowania, odnosit liczne zwycigstwa w bitwach.
Jego Herakliusz z wielkim wojskiem wystal na wschod.
Filippik skierowal swe oddzialy do Cezarei Kapadoc-
kiej, nastepnie zas dotart do podnoza gory Ararat w
Armenii i rozbil oboz niedaleko miasta Wagarszapata.
W tym to czasie przyszedl cesarski rozkaz, aby rozbic
Persow doszczetnie tak, zeby sladu po nich nie pozo-
stato. Tymczasem Persowie szybko przybyli do doliny
araratskiej i staneli obozem nad brzegiem rzeki Araks
z zamiarem stoczenia bitwy nastegpnego dnia. Jednak
jeszcze tej samej nocy zaatakowali niespodziewanie
wojska Filippika w regionie Nig'®. On zas, obchodzgc
gore Aragac'® i przebijajqc si¢ przez Szyrak!'” dotart do
granic Bizancjum. Wojsko perskie zmeczone diugim
i trudnym marszem nie zdolato dogoni¢ Grekow. Od-
poczqwszy kilka dni i rozbiwszy oboz na poprzednim

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miejscu, Sasanidzi rozbiegli si¢ ,,na prawo i na lewo”,
opanowujgc caly kraj” 8.

Po tych wydarzeniach, Herakliusz wraz ze swym
bratem Teodozjuszem, zmobilizowali silng armige i skie-
rowali si¢ do Syrii, w rejon Antiochii. Tam w 613 roku
doszto do bitwy pomiedzy Persami a Grekami: ,,Za-
mieszanie bylo straszne, a porazka Grekow ewidentna.
Obie strony, poniosiszy wielkie straty, wycofaly si¢. Ale
w koncu Persowie, otrzymawszy positki, wywalczyli
zwyciestwo i zmusili Grekow do ucieczki”®.

Kolejna wazna bitwa miata miejsce niedaleko Prze-
feezy Cylicyjskiej?’: ,,Grecy pokonali Persow, liczba kto-
rych wynosita 8 000 mezczyzn, ale po tym znow wycofali
si¢. Kiedy zas wojska perskie otrzymaly positki, zdobyly
miasto Tarson?! i ujarzmily mieszkancow Cylicji. W
konsekwencji rowniez Palestyna uznata zwierzchnic-
two perskiego wladcy, szczegélnie Zydzi, ktorzy patali
nienawisciq do chrzescijan”?.

Po tych wydarzeniach Sasanidzi skierowali swoje
sity w strone Damaszku. Wielkim wstrzgsem dla cywili-
zacji chrzescijanskiej bylo krwawe zdobycie Jerozolimy
przez Persow w 614 roku. Upadek Jerozolimy opisuja
dwie kroniki bizantynskie — ormianskiego biskupa
Sebeosa oraz Symeona Metafrastesa, swictego Kosciota
Prawostawnego, ktory zyl na przetonie IX-X wiekow.
Sebeos byl wspotezesny tym wydarzeniom?3, dlatego
bardzo precyzyjnie je opisuje: ,,Oddzialy perskie pod
dowodztwem Ramikozana-Choriama, znajdowaly sie
w Cezarei Palestynskiej. On zas prowadzif rokowania
z wladzami Jerozolimy zgdajgc, aby miasto poddato
si¢ dobrowolnie. Jesliby tak si¢ stalo, miasto miafo
byc oszczedzone. Poczgtkowo mieszkancy ulegli jego
zgdaniom: przyjeli wodza i jego moznych, i hojnie ich
obdarowali. Poprosili tez o ustanowienie uczciwego na-
miestnika, ktoremu powierzq ochrong miasta. Jednak
po pewnym czasie, kiedy w miescie zaczelo przybywacd
niezadowolonej biedoty, mieszkancy Jeruzalem pozba-
wili Zycia przedstawicieli szacha perskiego i podnie-
sli bunt, zrzucajgc z siebie perskie jarzmo. Wtedy tez
doszto w miescie do zbrojnego starcia miedzy Zydami
i chrzescijanami, ktérzy zabili wiele Zydéw. Pozostali
przy zyciu uciekli z miasta i dolgczyli do wojsk grec-
kich. Dowiedziawszy si¢ o tym, Ramikozan-Choriam
zebral swoje oddzialy i rozpoczgf oblezenie Jerozolimy,
ktore trwalo 19 dni. Wreszcie w 19 dniu oblezenia, 27
dnia miesigca margac®,w 27 roku panowania Chosro-

esa IT wojska perskie zrobily podkop pod fundamenty
murow miejskich i je zniszczyly. W ten sposob Jero-
zolima zostala zdobyta. W przeciggu 3 dni Sasanidzi
zgladzili wielu sposrod jej mieszkancow, potem zas
spalili miasto®. Zabito 17000 ludzi a 35000 wzigto
do niewoli — w tym patriarche Zachariasza oraz straz
strzeggcq relikwii Krzyza Swietego. Persowie torturo-
wali jej czlonkow i wielu z nich wtedy zabito (...), chcge
dowiedziec sig, gdzie ukryto relikwie, ktore ostatecznie
Persowie ,,zabrali do niewoli”. Przetopiono tez zfoto
i srebro, ktore znajdowalo si¢ w miescie, i odestano je
na dwor szacha. W tym czasie otrzymali tez od niego
rozkaz, aby okazywac milosierdzie tym, ktorzy oddali
si¢ dobrowolnie w rece perskie. Jednoczesnie szach
rozkazal wypedzié¢ z miasta wszystkich Zydow. Rozkaz
szacha wykonano natychmiast z wielkim pospiechem.
Namiestnikiem miasta zostal naznaczony niejaki
biskup Modest”?".

Persowie bezlitosnie ztupili miasto. Zburzyli tez
Bazylik¢ Grobu Panskiego, wzniesiong przez Konstan-
tyna I Wielkiego. Najwicksza katastrofg byta jednak
utrata relikwii Krzyza Swictego, ktore zostaty wywie-
zione do Ktezyfonu — stolicy panstwa Sasanidow?.
Pierwsze 5 lat panowania Herakliusza bylo wigc okre-
sem ciezkiej proby zarowno dla samego cesarza, jak i dla
catego panstwa wschodniorzymskiego, tym bardziej ze
znaczng cze$¢ Batkanow okupowaty plemiona stowian-
skie i Awarowie. Zasiedlily one (jak si¢ miato okazaé
na stale) tereny obecnej Serbii, Chorwacji, Stowenii,
Czarnogory i Bosni. Niektore oddziaty awarskie i sto-
wianskie podchodzily nawet pod mury Konstantyno-
pola, ktory probowano zdoby¢?8. Byt to rowniez czas
najwickszego kryzysu wojskowego od czasow Diokle-
cjana. Armia byta zdemoralizowana. Mimo to w Syrii
Bizantynczycy walczyli dzielnie. Jednak Persowie
stale zwycie¢zali ich dzi¢ki przewadze liczebnej. Na
dodatek w roku 616 Wizygoci zajeli bizantynska czgs¢
Hiszpanii. Wladza cesarza obejmowata w tym momencie
tylko Anatoli¢, Afryke potnocng, Egipt oraz resztki
Tracji, Grecji i Italii. Utrata tak rozleglych terenow
skutkowata problemami finansowymi. W tymze 616
roku okolicznosci zmusily Herakliusza do zmniejsze-
nia wynagrodzenia w gotowce, ktore nazywano rogai?’
o potowe, poniewaz skarbiec panstwowy byl prawie
pusty. Zomierze jednak, rozumiejac zaistnialg sytu-
acje, pogodzili sie¢ z tym tymczasowym zabiegiem.
W 618 roku zniesiono annon¢ — roczny podatek na
rzecz stolicy®’. Po raz pierwszy w dziejach cesarstwo
wschodniorzymskie byto powaznie zagrozone i mogto
znikna¢ z powierzchni ziemi?®!.

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W zaistniatych warunkach, kiedy miesigc nie mijat
bez wiesci o kolejnych klgskach lub najazdach, He-
rakliusz, wykazujac si¢ tytaniczng sita ducha, zajat
si¢ reformowaniem panstwa. W pierwszej kolejnosci
zreformowano administracj¢ panstwowa i sity zbrojne,
poniewaz cesarz rozumial, ze tylko w ten sposob moze
ocali¢ kraj od ruiny oraz wzmocni¢ wojsko?®2. W tych
poczynaniach Herakliusz mogt oprzec si¢ na poteznym
sojuszniku, jakim byl Koscidt, reprezentowany przez
patriarche Konstantynopola Sergiusza I3%. W 621 roku
patriarcha zarzadzil, aby przetopi¢ skarby Kosciota
i przekazac uzyskane ztoto na uzytek cesarza. Otrzy-
mawszy srodki pieniezne Herakliusz mogt przystapic¢
do reorganizacji panstwa. Nie marnujac czasu wtadca
zaczat reforme¢ wojskowa: zaczeto lepiej szkoli¢ zolnie-
rzy, uczono ich tez nowej taktyki — w szczegolnosci
dotyczylo to uzycia konnych tucznikow34.

Bardzo szybko i skutecznie wprowadzono nowy sys-
tem administracyjno-wojskowy: zlikwidowano dawny
podzial na prowincje, a w zamian stworzono zupeinie
nowy — temowy. Temy byly wielkimi okregami, na
ktorych osiedlano wojskowych, w tym obcokrajowcow.
Otrzymywali oni dziatki ziemi w zamian za obowiazek
stuzby wojskowej. Na czele kazdego temu stat strateg.
Wskutek tej reformy powstaty okregi wojskowe z ta-
twym systemem mobilizacyjnym. Byta to zmiana wreez
rewolucyjna, dzigki ktorej stworzono stabilny system
wojskowy. Cesarz mogt tutaj liczy¢ na lojalnos¢ zoinie-
rzy. Temy staty si¢ podstawowym elementem struktury
administracyjno-wojskowej panstwa na kilka wiekow?°,

Po zreformowaniu armii Herakliusz zajat si¢ prze-
ksztalceniem administracji centralnej: zlikwidowat
miedzy innymi urzad prefekta pretorium.

25 marca 624 roku
Herakliusz zainicjowat kolejng kampanig¢, uderzajac

Tymczasem
Herakliusz przeprowadzit swe oddziaty przez Armeni¢
i zaskoczenia wroga atakiem ze wschodu*!.

Persowie, aby moc stawi¢ cesarzowi opor w Armenii,
pozostawili swoje twierdze w Azji Mniejszej. Chociaz
udato si¢ im pokona¢ wojska cesarskie na froncie ar-
menskim*?, gdzie w pierwszym starciu zadali Bizan-
tynczykom druzgocacy kleske, Herakliusz kontynu-
owatl walke w nast¢epnych latach. W wyniku tej wojny
Bizancjum zdobyto wiele miast nieprzyjaciela, w tym
Ganzak*®, ktory byt perskim centrum religijnym. W
nim znajdowata si¢ bowiem $wigtynia ognia poswigcona
Zaratustrze*t. Herakliusz doszczetnie zburzyt to sank-
tuarium.

Zniszczono wowczas akwedukt Walensa i przed-
miescia stolicy*”. Konstantynopol stangt w obliczu
katastrofy. Najgorsza rzecza byta nieobecnos¢ Herak-
liusza, ktory wcigz wojowal na wschodnich obszarach
Azji Mniejszej. W tej sytuacji dowodztwo powierzono
patriarsze Sergiuszowi*. Sasanidzi rozbili obdz w Chal-
cedonie. Jednak nie posiadali floty, co uniemozliwito
im transport wojsk na europejski brzeg Bosforu. Ich
flota byta jednak nieliczna i nie mogta doréwnac flocie
bizantynskiej. Tymczasem mury Konstantynopola
wytrzymaty trzy pot¢zne szturmy Awarow. Podczas
oblezenia patriarcha Sergiusz organizowat procesje
wokot murow z ikong Matki Bozej z Blacherne. Oblezenie
zakonczylo si¢ w sierpniu 626 roku*’. Herakliusz wyko-
rzystat ostabienie rywala pod Konstantynopolem i po-
prowadzit swag armi¢ w glgb panstwa perskiego. Ponadto
w roku 627 cesarz zawarl porozumienie z Chazarami.
Zabezpieczywszy w ten sposob tyly, rozpoczat natarcie
z terenéw Armenii. Poskromil Kaukaz, a w grudniu
skierowat swe wojsko do Mezopotamii. Wkroczyt do
Atropatene, przemaszerowatl na potudnie gor Zagros
i, zaskoczywszy Persow, 12 grudnia 627 roku wygrat
decydujaca bitwe pod Niniwa, dawng stolicg Asyrii,
po czym $cigat szacha Chosroesa II przez caty Irak®.

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For many years, researchers and educators have
placed much focus on understanding different
methods and strategies for optimizing the student
learning environment. As time progresses and the edu-
cation system continues to advance, teachers dedicate
ample time to developing new ways to communicate
course material effectively and in a way that benefits
all learners. With technology becoming more preva-
lent in our modern society, methods for implementing
digital applications into the classroom have become a
major focus in the educational community. The almost
universal use of the Internet, of smartphones and of
connectivity has opened up enormous opportunities for
language learning and teaching. However, the same
opportunities also present many challenges. There
are numerous programmes that address the issue of
developing teachers’ digital skills and their critical
awareness of online teaching resources so that these
can be integrated effectively into teaching. In this con-
text it is possible to consider the impact of the digital
revolution on language learning and teaching. Thus,
this article analyses certain opportunities as well as
challenges in relation to the use of digital technology
for language learning and teaching. It also describes
the ways in which technology can be implemented to
enhance student engagement and the use of specific
technological applications in the classroom to achieve
learning goals in the process of language learning and
teaching.

To begin with, it is necessary to point out that in
recent years reference to ‘digital technology in the
classroom’ can be taken to mean digital processing
systems that encourage active learning, knowledge
construction, inquiry, and exploration on the part of
the learners, and which allow for remote communi-

cation as well as data sharing to take place between
teachers and/or learners in different physical class-
room locations.

It should be noted that there are certain benefits as
well as challenges/criticisms of digital technologies in
the classroom. It is obvious that the potential benefits
of digital technologies in the classroom are that they
can foster dialogic and emancipatory practice. Dialogic
practice is that in which students are active, engaged
and empowered participants in a conversation from
which learning emerges. Emancipatory practice is that
in which an individual student’s ideas go beyond the
learning prescribed by the teacher/syllabus as they
draw on knowledge gained outside formal education
to construct understanding [1].

In addition, different technologies can improve
learning by augmenting and connecting learning ac-
tivities. For example, in English lessons two classes in
different schools may link up via the internet to explore
cultural differences in relation to a particular global
issue. The groups can work together to understand
not just the issue itself but its impact on communities
and individuals by talking to real people. In situations
where bandwidth is limited this could be done at a
whole class level via video or even over email or SMS
(Short Message Service) messaging.

Digital technology can also be exciting for learners
and offers a potentially more engaging alternative.
At the same time it is important to take into account
that some learners may be less confident in learning
with digital technologies and steps need to be taken to
ensure equality of access.

Despite the above-mentioned benefits, there are
certain challenges/criticisms of digital technologies
in the classroom.
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e A lot of time and resources are currently being in-
vested into technologies and applications that have
yet to be proven to be effective or efficient when
compared to more traditional classroom learning
contexts. Teachers and schools need to think carefully
about when, why and how to use technologies as well
as evaluating their efficiency and effectiveness.

e There is a ‘digital divide’ — the divide between those
who have access to digital technology and the inter-
net, and those that do not.

e Implementing and then maintaining technology is
costly particularly as systems can quickly become
out of date.

e There may be problems with the existing infrastruc-
ture, for example, internet connections may be in-
consistent and/or slow.

e Safety for students and teachers is a key challenge
with prevention of cyber-bullying, the hacking of
personal information, access to illegal or banned
materials and distractions from learning (such as
social networking and mobile phone use) all being
high on institutional agendas.

e Some uses of technologies can be harmful. For exam-
ple, poor posture and eyestrain are common problems
when working at desktop computers for prolonged
periods [1].

In general, numerous studies have supported the
idea that implementing technology into the classroom
facilitates meaningful learning, greater use of prior
knowledge, hierarchical cognitive structure, elabo-
ration, greater depth of processing and innovative
practice. This integration shifts the focus of the learn-
ing environment to being more student-centered and
allows for them to develop autonomy and control over
their learning.

When introducing a technological application into
a classroom, it is important to consider whether the
features of that technology are suited to meet task
outcomes. It is preferred that the technology is de-
signed in such a way that it is easy to use for both the
instructor and students and possesses all the features
necessary to promote student learning.

It is important to consider how students will receive
technology when implementing it into the classroom.
When students perceive that the attributes of a giv-
en technology are engaging and beneficial to their
learning, they are likely to adopt that technology and
use it to enhance their understanding of course con-
tent. Some features that make technology appealing
to students are flexibility, accessibility, ease-of-use
and overall engagement. Studies show that students
report high levels of satisfaction with the use of edu-
cational technology as it allows them to interactively
engage in learning. Students also believe that tech-
nology facilitates a greater understanding of course
content, contributes to higher academic achievement
and better prepares them for the technology-dependent
workforce [2].
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It is worth noting that computer technology has
enjoyed decades of use in the field of second and foreign
language education, but efforts to integrate technology
have at times presented various challenges to educators
due to rapid advances in technology and occasional
changes in language teaching methods. The following
presents certain challenges with technology use in
language education.

e Exposure to different types of online genres provides
opportunities for learners to become acquainted with
informal language not typically found in textbooks.

e Aslearning becomes more personalized, teachers
are increasingly required to take on new roles such
as facilitating and guiding. Adoption of new roles
may be disruptive for some teachers, particularly
those who lack the know-how to effectively adapt
technology for use in their specific context. They will
need to take on the responsibility of researching and
testing tools for learners to use inside and outside
the classroom.

e To reasonably assess the use of the technologies they
wish to incorporate into their teaching, teachers need
to acquire practical knowledge of such tools. They
should be prepared to train learners, even the most
tech-savvy ones, to use various tools effectively,
to reduce anxiety and cognitive load, and enable
achievement of language learning goals [3].

Contemporary studies have supported the idea that
overall student motivation and engagement in learning
is enhanced by the implementation of instructional tech-
nology. More specifically, technology engages students
behaviourally (more effort and time spent participating
in learning activities); emotionally (positively impact-
ing attitudes and interests towards learning); and cog-
nitively (mental investment to comprehend content).
Whether technology is integrated during class time
or after school hours, students are given more oppor-
tunities to interact with instructors, collaborate with
peers and engage themselves in the learning process.
Specific technology examples that enhance student
engagement include web-conferencing software, blogs,
wikis, social networking sites and digital games [2].

With the dozens of educational technology resources
and applications offered, instructors can customize
lesson plans that will not only facilitate higher ac-
ademic achievement for students, but also prepare
them for a technology-based workforce. Digital tools
provide a range of opportunities for learners to practise
their language skills at their own speed and level, to
communicate and collaborate, and to work creatively
and use language in real world. Whether teachers use
an e-book or a virtual learning environment such as
Moodle to deliver a whole course online, or to help
learners to access resources in lessons or for home-
work, it is essential to understand the tools available
to teachers, how they help them to deliver learning
and, most importantly, which digital tools best suit
their learners’ needs [4].
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As already mentioned, technology offers new oppor-
tunities in both practical and pedagogic dimensions —
it makes it possible to share materials in a way where
access of them is logged and monitored; it allows new
forms of material that encourage interaction, and it
allows the setting and monitoring of computer based
assessment. One of the ways in which it is possible to
utilise technology to potentially improve motivation
and engagement is through assessment. Assessment is
recognised as an effective way to direct student effort.
Pedagogic approaches of formative and summative
assessment become more flexible with the benefits of
computer based assessment. Utilising assessment in
this way is considered an extrinsic motivator. Appropri-
ate assessment can assist students in identifying what
topics and material are essential for them to understand
and apply. It can assist in managing their time, and
typically provides clear end-points to material.

Team Work is another way to improve engage-
ment — since the students become active in encour-
aging and managing the active participation of their
teammates. Traditional difficulties — of inappropriate
pressure and behaviours or of difficulties in teams
actually meeting can be mitigated through technology.
Team- or group-ware — such as Microsoft SharePoint,
collaboration tools (such as Google Docs) or the team
facilities within VLEs mean that students need not
physically meet, and the activity can be logged in a
way that encourages appropriate and professional
behaviours as well as providing an audit trail in the
event of issues.

A major use of computers today that clearly demon-
strates motivation and engagement is social comput-
ing. Exploiting the social and networking properties
of social computing enables teachers to let students
work together. Working together in groups — either
synchronously (by using a phone as a phone) or asyn-
chronously (texting or email) — can exploit the benefits
of group working (knowledge sharing, team work, peer-
peer interaction, individual support, team motivation,
task delegation or role playing). Teams do not need to
meet in physical locations and timing issues are also
changed in the context of mobile learning [5].

It is obvious that new media are revolutionising
the learning and teaching of languages in a number of
ways: the Internet provides access to authentic mate-
rial and examples of foreign languages; smartphones,
Skype and E-mail enable learners to have direct contact
with others all around the world; social media promote
immediate connectivity and comment on what is hap-
pening in the world. The task for language teachers is
to find innovative ways to use the new opportunities to
make language learning and teaching more effective
and more interesting — and to maintain the qualities
and values of more conventional teaching. Doing this
raises the following issues and challenges:

e Keeping up with technological development — the
rate of change is so fast that choosing the right hard-

ware and software is a constant preoccupation, leav-
ing aside budgetary implications.

e Learning to use the new media as classroom tools —
new skills which are often more quickly acquired by
the students.

e Developing methodologies which incorporate the new
media as integral and efficient features of curricula
and syllabi.

e Complementing the use of new media with books and
other more traditional forms of input [6].

There are a number of freely available online tools
and open educational resources for language teaching
and learning. Let us consider several digital tools and
open educational resources that can be used in the
classroom to enhance student engagement and success
in the process of language learning.

Zoom is a user-friendly video conference tool for
online lessons. Zoom’s features allow teachers to ex-
plore and assess the four skills through rich interac-
tions with students. Zoom offers many useful tools to
support teaching and learning such as screen sharing,
recording features and a range of annotation tools.
Screen sharing allows teachers to share digital material
(including video and audio) with their students and
recording lessons gives learners the opportunity to
revisit the content at any time and at their own pace.
The annotation tools allow teachers to really engage
with their teaching and learning materials by drawing,
writing and highlighting anything on the screen. This
helps to make the learning both accessible and visually
appealing [7].

Google Classroom is a time-saving platform that
allows teachers to combine the sharing of learning
resources with the dynamics of a social network. This
online platform is designed to manage workflow and
communication between teachers and students. Teach-
ers can create online classrooms, invite students to
attend and create and share resources. Teachers and
students can instantly communicate, and teachers can
send announcements and start class discussions [8].

Learning Apps.org is a versatile tool for learners,
teachers and teacher trainers who want to use or cre-
ate a variety of different activities to practice the full
range of language systems (grammar, vocabulary and
pronunciation) and language skills (reading, listen-
ing, speaking and writing). Teachers can create their
own activities from scratch using one of the templates
provided or they can adapt activities already created.
LearningApps.org activities can be used with all levels
of learners. There is a range of templates for simple lan-
guage or skills focused activities. There are games and
quizzes such as matching, identifying, categorising,
gap-filling, crosswords, filling in answers, ordering,
putting things on a line and multiple-choice tasks[9].

Moodle is a free Learning Management System or
a Virtual Learning Environment. It is an application
which allows teachers to create online activities for
their students, store materials for them, manage their
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students’ grades, etc. In general, Moodle is a useful
course management system.

Edmodo is an educational website which allows
teachers to share materials with students, give quiz-
zes, have students collaborate on projects, etc. This
social media platform is a great tool for organization
and facilitation of activities, assessing and grading.

Google Docs is a useful collaborative tool and free
web-based office software that allows users to create,
utilise and share their text documents through any
web browser. One of the best features of Google Docs
is the possibility users have, to work simultaneously
on the same document. Its ‘Revision history’ option
maybe useful for teachers as they are able to see who
and in what amount contributed to a document, mak-
ing a collaborative task more transparent and more
easily assessed.

YouTube is the most widely used online tool by
language teachers as a source of authentic material.
There is a quick way to experiment with a flipped class-
room. Instead of spending valuable classroom time on
listening exercises, teachers can tell their learners to
watch a YouTube video and complete comprehension
exercises as homework. Then it is possible to follow up
with an in-class discussion or role play. YouTube can

also be a collaborative tool where students create their
own video projects, upload them on a class account on
YouTube, and comment on each other’s videos [10].

Quizlet is an efficient and engaging flashcard tool.
Teachers can use tools like Quizlet to make simple on-
line quizzes for homework. Quizlet also allows learners
to create flashcards to memorise and review vocabulary
or topic content. They match language to text, images,
sounds and video through games and activities [11].

Considering the opportunities and challenges in
relation to the use of digital technology for language
teaching and learning, it is possible to conclude that
technology solutions offer certain ways to enable the
improved engagement and motivation of students.
The task for language teachers is to find innovative
ways to use the new opportunities to make language
learning and teaching more effective and more in-
teresting — and to maintain the qualities and values
of more conventional teaching. In order to address
these issues, it is important that traditional education
systems change to accommodate the learning needs
of this new generation of digital natives, as well as
learners who are not part of the digital generation,
but who want to use technology to make learning
more flexible.

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roblem Statement. How to correct the students at

the lesson of the English language and not to hurt
anyone’s feelings to remind students of their strengths
and weaknesses, provides them with the motivation to
improve and gives them space for reflection. Feedback
plays a central role in the learning process. Teachers
implement the feedback as the teaching technique of
isolating and highlighting students’ weaknesses. Some-
times we suggest that by paying students attention to
areas they struggle with they can define their mistakes
more easily and therefore work towards correcting
them. In this case there is a risk of using feedback as
the criticism from students’ view, and moreover it can
be a chance to kill the feedback value at all. In order for
us to be able to provide meaningful feedback, we have
to understand which way of the feedback treatment
is closer, when corrected or offered advice/guidance.

Benjamin Franklin said “Tell me and I forget, teach
me and I may remember, involve me and I learn”. Itisa
very actual for nowadays. It means, if you want to pro-
vide an effective feedback, your student should realize
and overcome his contextual, language challenges with
the correct answer on their own. The role of teacher at
this stage is only to come across a thought and guide to
reconsideration. It’s worth to remember the effective-
ness of teaching not only includes two ways communica-
tion and interunderstanding (or providing constructive
tasks, environments, and learning) but also involves
assessing and evaluating students’ understanding of
this information by the students. Too often, teachers
limit students’ opportunities to get information about
their performance in relation to any of these questions
by assuming that responsibility for the students and not
suggesting the learning possibilities for themselves.

Analysis of the latest research and publications.
There are a number of studies and evaluation tools that
describe the role of feedback at the lesson, its variety. For
example, Kolb (1984) offered learning process is demon-
strated in a circular way, that learning is by doing, and
that ideas are formed and modified through experiences.

The learning cycle requires four kinds of abilities
or learning contexts:

— concrete experience — students are able to partici-
pate and empathize the new experiences;

— reflective observation — it helps to recognize the
learners their process of learning;

— abstract conceptualisation — learners must be able
to form and process ideas and integrate them into
logical theories

— active experimentation — learners need to be able
to implement their acquired skills and knowledge
to solve the problems in reality.

This cycle can be is similar to the ‘plan — do — re-
flect — act’ cycle which is often used in appraisals.
Sierra [7]identifies that ‘feedback plays an important
role in helping learners move round the cycle. For exam-
ple, feedback supports the process of reflection and the
consideration of new or more in-depth theory. Through a
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process of negotiation, feedback can also help the learner
plan productively for the next learning experience.’

Sierra suggests that before giving students any
feedback we have to understand:

a) where the learner is in terms of their learning,
the level they have reached, past experience, and un-
derstanding of learning needs and goals

b) the learning goals in terms of knowledge, tech-
nical skills and attitudes [7].

During the observation, our task as a teacher is to iden-
tify where and how far the learner has travelled towards
the learning goals, where they may have gone off track
and what further learning or practice may be required.

We’re agreed with six types of effective feedback
which are suggested by Boud [1]. They are: elicitation,
repetition, recast, explicit correction, clarification
request, meta-linguistic feedback

Eraut identifies the difference between them is
mainly informative quality. Input-providing types
provide the correct form, thus they are more informa-
tive, whereas output-prompting types aim at obtaining
self-repair on the part of the learner, just indicating
there has been an error or providing information to
help learners to selfcorrect. These latter types are less
informative. The output-pushing corrective moves are
what Eraut has termed prompts [4, p. 112]. The two
types of CF above engage the learner in different cog-
nitive processes; input-providing types make learners
use their working memory whereas output-pushing
types lead the learner to retrieve information from
long-term memory [8 p. 238]. Consequently, it would
be reasonable to think that both types will be beneficial
and even complementary for effective learning.

The aim of the article is to specify the problems and
challenges of providing the feedback at the English
lessons for future mariners.

The principal material statement. The main prin-
cipal and challenges of providing the feedback at the
English lessons for future mariners are as for teachers,
how and when it implements and for students, the lack
of motivation.

There are some research-based tips for providing
students with the kind of feedback that will increase
motivation, build on existing knowledge, and help them
reflect on what they have learned. Firstly, teacher has
to be as specific as possible.

It’s recommended to highlight the importance of
supplying learners with specific information about
what they are doing right or wrong; and suggest tak-
ing the time to provide learners with information on
what exactly they did well, and what may still need
improvement. It is important to give feedback immedi-
ately, it is most effective when it is given immediately,
rather than a few days. The presentation of feedback
is provided carefully. The way feedback is presented
can have an impact on how it is received, which means
are used, that sometimes even the most well-meaning
feedback can come across the wrong way and reduce
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a learner’s motivation. The importance of involving

learners in the process of collecting and analyzing

performance-based data which cannot be understated.

When students have access to this information, they

develop an awareness of their learning, and are more

easily able to recognize mistakes and eventually de-
velop strategies for tackling weak points themselves.

It is very important to ensure that the feedback
given to the learner is aligned with the overall learning
outcomes of the syllabus, teaching session or activity
in which the learner is engaged.

IMO Model Course of Maritime English offers next
aspects about the feedback providing at the English
lesson. Feedback takes place when teacher comments
on students’ work, giving an analysis of strong points
and areas for improvement. Feedback is usually carried
out at the end of an activity and is especially important
after the production stage when students have been
working independently of the teacher. For fluency-
based group work, it is better to save correction of
errors for the feedback session rather than interrupt
students during the activity. Regular follow-up of
production task will get students into the habit of
reflecting on their work and will make them aware
of their own errors [6, p. 73]. These suggestions for
feedback reinforce the inductive learning approach
and contribute to co-operate study. The techniques
are aimed at helping students revise language they
should know by means of self-correction:

— Teacher-led feedback: to tackle a persistent language
problem that occurs among the majority of students’
work, note down a variety of examples of the error
heard during group work then write them on the
board once the group work is over. Correct the first
example and check that the class understands the
correction. Then elicit the corrections for each of
the subsequent examples, asking different students
to make the necessary changes on the board.

— Oral feedback from groups — if the aim of pair or
group work is to provide answers to a task, tell each
group to elect a representative to report their com-
ments to the class. Allow a few minutes for students

to prepare for this by checking their final answers
after finishing the task. One group representative
should start by reporting their answers while the
others listen and compare their answers. If the other
groups have any differences, they should take it in
turn to present their ideas to the class, discussing
which versions are correct. The teacher may have to
intervene to correct any problems that the trainees
are unable to resolve themselves.

— Written feedback from groups: an alternatives to oral
feedback is to appoint group ‘secretaries’ to write
the answers on the board. Instead of writing their
notes, the other group members should dictate to
the secretaries, checking that no errors are written.
Once all the groups have written up their answers,
the teacher can draw attention to any differences and
can ask the class to try to correct any major problems.

— Identifying the errors’ feedback: to make feedback
more positive, write a variety of phrases on the board
which are taken from students’ work, some correct
and some containing errors. Put the students into
the groups and ask them to read the phrases care-
fully and to identify those containing errors. Then
ask them to try to correct the errors. This can take
the form of a competition, with the group correctly
identifying the most errors being the winner.

Student-led feedback alternatives are effectively
implemented at the English lessons for future mariners

Conclusions. Therefore, at the end we come to con-
clusion that providing the feedback at the English
lessons for future mariners needs works through:
regular and systematic principles and methodologi-
cal techniques. Conducting the feedback must be an
integrated part of the lesson which is positive, regular
and objective. It can be verified and multiplied. For
giving feedback as teacher as student and even both
at the same time can be involved.

The main contribution of the present study is that it
increases the knowledge and understanding of matters
that the students require to get and make regular and
verified feedback, based on different principles at the En-
glish lessons for effective organization learning process.

Summary. The article deals with some problems of modality in English syntax. The author considers modality as a specific
semantic category expressing the speaker’s attitude to somebody or something. The work involves the definition of modality as
one of the important characteristics of sentences, and is the definition of sentence modality in English. A detailed analysis of the
specific definition of modality through the prism of the views of different scientists is conducted. Modality is also considered as
a complex multifaceted functional-semantic category, which expresses the speaker’s attitude to the speaker, his assessment of
the attitude to the objective reality. Some comparisons between the opinions of scientists and their own are given. Existing opin-
ions of such scientists as G. A. Zolotov, as Sh. Balli, Z. K. Dolgopolova, F. R. Palmer, V. Z. Panfilov, O. I. Smirnitsky and others.

As an indispensable component of each article, the author’s direct attitude to the definition of the term is direct. The curiosi-
ty of this work is that the issue has not yet been fully investigated, every scientist has assumed his opinion, but none of them has
ever proved it. Linguists are increasingly paying attention to modal relations and the means by which these modal relations are
realized are also increasingly drawing attention to their study at the phonetic, lexical and lexical-grammatical levels. The article
also refers to a certain classification or division of modalities in linguistics proposed by scientists, namely, objective and subjec-
tive modality. The author analyzed both widespread views on modality and attention to other definitions. Other definitions have
been formulated by a number of scholars. Among them M. Ya. Bloch, V. V. Kozlovsky, I. K. Charitons and others who distinguish
modality as a syntactic category that conveys a relation between the content of a sentence, a morphological category of a verb
that signifies a relation of action, and as a link between said content and objective reality. The article includes an introduction
that addresses the relevance of the topic, clearly identifies the subject and subject of the study, identifies the purpose, and
provides an analysis of recent research. The next element is a summary of the main material that identifies scientists, examples
and comparisons, and a conclusion that holds the author’s own opinion.

Summary. The article deals with the issue of blended learning adoption into teaching the second (master’s degree) level in
the field of expertize 281 ‘Public Administration’ seekers English for Specific Purposes.

The hybrid methodology transfer within online learning is performed along with traditional learning and self-study under the
conditions of information track increasing, its renovation cycle speeding up, integrated character of professionals in the SESU
departments as well as the necessity of the subject and procedure matters updating.

The author highlights that in order to create the efficient SESU employees language training methodology, it is urgent to
take into account the mentioned above reasons as well as to satisfy the retrainees’ needs to use information-communication
technologies to perform similar activities in their professional field successfully.

The foreign professional language new methodology introduction aims to solve the problem of qualitative compensation of
learning content by the retrainees: the Civil Protection and Fire Safety professionals, air-communicators and firefighting radio-
telephone operators as the result of a high level of classes missing caused by occupational necessity.

Summary. The article discusses the concept and types of segmentation in connection with the process of developing an
advertising campaign for a brand. The concept of a brand’s advertising campaign and the significance of audience analysis in
its planning are disclosed. The place of segmentation in the analysis of the audience and the creation of key messages is con-
sidered. Considerable attention is paid to the analysis of the effectiveness of traditional approaches to segmentation in terms
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of evidence-based marketing. In contrast to methods of audience segmentation by geographical, demographic, behavioural
and psychographic characteristics, a simplified version of segmentation by one attribute is proposed. A method for segmenting
consumption situations and a method for segmenting an audience by the level of interest in a category are also proposed. These
methods are defined as more effective in planning an advertising campaign.

Summary. Accurate forecasting of infectious diseases can reduce the effects of outbreaks. The article is devoted to using of
search data to track the morbidity. The use of the Internet resource is constantly gaining momentum, therefore search traffic,
social media and other web sources can contribute to a better understanding and analysis of user behavior.

The research conducted shows that search queries of Ukraine’s population correlate with dataset on a number of infectious
diseases. The correlation coefficient and confidence interval for this time series were calculated. The analysis of the time series

has been carried out. A model was built and tested on test data.

OF ERICH KESTNER “SMALL BORDER TRAFFIC”
(Der Kleine Grenzverkehr)

Summary. This article discusses the idea of using the means of emotional influence on students of fiction in
teaching a foreign language, provides a number of country studies on the example of the novel by the famous Ger-
man writer, satirist Erich Kestner “Small border traffic”, which enrich the knowledge of students in cultural terms. The

selection of educational materials should be based not on a purely linguistic approach, but on a culture-oriented,
communicative, personal approach, which makes it possible to use culturally valuable authentic foreign-language

materials.

We all know the idea of effective use of emotional
impact on the minds of learners in foreign lan-
guage teaching. These include fiction, poetry, songs,
music, and painting. The field of foreign language
education is not currently based on pure linguistics
in the selection of teaching materials, but requires
a communicative and personal approach to the cul-
ture of the country where the language is studied.
In particular, this process allows the effective use of
authentic materials in a foreign language, which are
considered invaluable. At the same time, students
learn a lot of country studies, which creates the basis
for the formation of a sense of interethnic respect.
Reading authentic works of art in a foreign language
by students and using alternative options in the process
of translating them into the native language with the
help of a teacher strengthens their motivation to read
and learn in that language. In addition, these works
provide many educational and pedagogical opportu-
nities for learners if “a foreign language is used as a
tool to introduce students to the culture of another
nation, to understand reality, to understand and ex-
press themselves in the process of reading.” scholar
in the field of teaching methodology I. L. Bim. They
can get acquainted with the national culture, customs
and daily communication of the country where the
language is studied through works of art. In this sci-
entific article, I want to think about the work of the
famous German writer Erich Kestner (1899-1974)
entitled “Small Customs”.

Erich Kestner was a philosopher, linguist, histo-
rian, theater critic, journalist, and freelance writ-

er. His stories and novels are rich in humor, in tune
with the times, denouncing and exposing vices such
as wealth and violence. Erich Kestner writes of The
Little Customs:

“It was August 1937. When I was planning to write
this little piece during the Salzburg Festival, the Aus-
trian and German states were separated” forever “by
border posts, turnstiles, and various stamps. were the
same stamps and there were no obstacles. The book was
hastily expelled from the country so that it would not be
confiscated. Yes, each book will have its own destiny...”.

The author’s work “Little Customs” is a love story
about the love of two young people, a young Berlin
writer and art lover Georg Rentmaster and a young
Australian countess. The Germans have a saying — art
knows no bounds. A young man named Georg received
an invitation to a music festival in Salzburg, Austria,
every November, but problems on the border between
the two countries prevented him. However, Georg
Rentmeister’s love of art prevailed, and as he did not
want to miss Rosenkavale or Mozart’s concerts, he
settled in Bad Reichenhall (Bavaria), near Salzburg,
and carried out his plan. In particular, on the way to the
“small border movement”, without a doubt, a long shill
(ing shilling — coin, currency) takes the long-awaited
pleasure. It was not surprising that he would fall into
many dangerous situations. Georg meets a beautiful
girl on his way and their passionate love and devo-
tion to each other gives him strength. Her boyfriend
helps her. The work is rich in national calories. The
writer’s skill is to tell stories in a humorous way. The
events take place in 1937, before World War II. At this
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time, the complexity of the situation on the border of

Germany and Austria, political turmoil, and yet the

annual art festival in August, expands the knowledge

of country studies by acquainting students with the
historical and cultural realities of the two countries.

To understand the content of the work, it is important

that the teacher mentions the main stages of German

history. Modern translators argue that it is better to

pay more attention to the aesthetic information in a

work of art than to preserve its form. For example,

Salzburg is a theater city, where the art festival, which

is still held today, has not lost its place in the world, it

is internationally recognized. Every year, more than
sixty thousand (60,000) foreigners visit the festival.

The work is enriched with a number of country
knowledge in the field of history and culture. The city
was built in the Baroque style, and many luxurious
churches and palaces were built under the guidance
of famous people. For example, between 1600 and
1628, Prince Wolf Dietrich von Raytenau, his nephew
Marcus Sittikus, and Archbishop Paris Lodron led the
construction of these buildings. The only dream of
great people was to turn Salzburg into a cultural plane
and thereby glorify art. The aristocracy brought music
and theater from Italy. At that time, it was legal for a
conductor to be Italian only.

Mozart’s father was also a conductor here. The
above country studies country knowledge proves the
degree of devotion and devotion of the German peo-
ple to art. In particular, the following ethnographic
country knowledge includes:

— The poems based on the works of the great German
composers Mozart, Howmann, the poet and writer
Goethe during the festival have not lost their value;

— An opportunity to get acquainted with the history
of the cities of Germany and Austria. For example,
“Salzburg ist zum Schauplatz des Theaters geboren”
— Salzburg Theater is a city. This sentence can be
translated literally and figuratively. — Created for
the Salzburg Theater;

— an opportunity to get acquainted with the dialogue
between the two countries in everyday life: Grub
Gott! “May God help you!” (In Austria and South
Germany); Guten Tag! — Hello! (In West Germany);
Servus! — Hello! (In Austria and South Germany).
The translation of these phrases is related to terri-
torial location;

— an opportunity to get acquainted with words that
are out of communication, but the content has not
changed. For example: die Idiotikum — a dictio-
nary of different dialects, Gniadiger Herr! “Your
Excellency!” der Adele — a layer of nobility, die
Komtesse — an unmarried girl;

— Opportunity to get acquainted with national dishes:
das Lebkuchen — pryanik, die Mozartkugel — choc-
olate sedon bun, die Brezel — salty bun;

— about eating the same food and drinks cooked in
the kitchens of the two countries: gekochter Eier —

boiled eggs, Weintrauben — grapes, Pfirsiche —
peaches, das Bier — beer, die Wurstbrote — sausage
sandwiches;

— opportunity to get acquainted with similar aspects
of the two countries: nature, language, national
costumes, for example: die Lederhosen — leather
pants, der Ledermantel — leather coat, die Dirn-
kleider — national costumes of Bavaria and Austria,
die lustigen griinen Hiite mit Rasierpinseln — cheer-
ful green fur hats, die Frauen tragen Kropfket-
ten am Hals und haben englishche Regenschirme
iiber den Arm — women wear short chains around
their necks and carry English umbrellas over their
shoulders;

— Opportunity to get acquainted with the rules of
traffic in two countries: in Germany — right, in
Austria — left;

— an opportunity to get acquainted with the history of
famous monuments, churches, the lives of the people
who built them: die Ursulinerinnenkirche — Church
of Ursulinas, die schonste Dom Italiens — the most
magnificent church in Italy, founded in 1615 by
Bishop Marx Zittix von Hoenems;

— an opportunity to meet famous people: Pastor Marx
Zittix von Hoenems built a church — a small tower
in a month. His sole purpose is to “amaze those who
come to Salzburg and nothing else!” “Andere Zeiten,
andere Ideen!” “Other eras, other ideas!”

The translation of this sentence should be explained
to the readers in a broad sense, i.e. there are changes
and unique periods in the history of each country,
which are caused by people and society. In this regard,
I think it is appropriate to give an example from the
historical events of Germany.

— An opportunity to get acquainted with the ancient
traditions and games of the German people, for ex-
ample: “Demonspiel” — “Game of Giants”.

The writer glorifies art in the play, showing its
vitality. It is noteworthy that no border between the
two countries, no bad weather (incessant rain) can not
stop art lovers. Even if an artist or an artist dies, it
is clear in the play that his works have not lost their
value over the years, are alive and glorified. Despite
the bad weather, the fact that art lovers do not miss
a single show proves their devotion to art and their
spiritual richness. According to the author, such people
will never resort to evil and wickedness. Although the
political turmoil on the border between the two coun-
tries affects the lives of the people, but they patiently
endure the conflicts in the way of art, love, and receive
support from the bridge of courage. In the novel, good
triumphs over evil.

Erich Kestner’s The Little Customs or The Diary of
Berlin-based art lover Georg Rentmeister has spiritual,
moral, and educational value. I think it is appropriate
to mention the following positive aspects of the work:
— to be loyal to a friend, to love, to appreciate them;

— respect for adults;
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— Opportunity to get acquainted with the history,
culture, national values and customs of Austria
and Germany;

— development of love and devotion to the motherland;

— Respect, preserve art, be an example to others;

— to feel the memory of the nation’s proud writers,
poets, artists and composers;

— establishment of interethnic tolerance among na-
tions;

— Preservation and appreciation of peace;

— to have sincere relations with people.

The conclusion is that reading literature in a for-
eign language allows young people to develop a sense
of respect for other people, along with many ethno-
graphic country knowledge about the country where

the language is studied, to get acquainted with the
unique works of famous people who are the pride of
the nation. Author Erich Kestner’s works prove just
how melodious and enjoyable the German language
is. In the heart, love for the Motherland, devotion to
the country, the best means of developing feelings of
compassion for people is a book, because a person who is
acquainted with the book strives for high goals. “When
people stop reading, they stop thinking,” said the wise
Danny Diderot. Reading books not only enriches their
thinking, but also raises their spirituality. They receive
joy, pleasure, comfort, and spiritual nourishment by
reading books. In particular, discussions on the work of
art play an important role in broadening the horizons
of students, sharpening their minds.
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
