Summary. Introduction. The economic determinant of sustainable
development of the European Union member states in the context of global
economic instability demonstrates that sustainable development is not only a
strategy for long-term growth, but also a basic tool for overcoming crisis
phenomena in the context of global economic instability. The analysis shows that
EU member states that actively implement the principles of the «green» economy,
circular production models and social inclusion demonstrate higher resilience to
energy, economic and social challenges.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to analyze and highlight the dynamics
of the economic determinant of sustainable development of EU member states
under the influence of global economic instability.

Materials and methods. The materials of the study are scientific works and
statistical materials of Eurostat. The research process involved the methods of

regression analysis (to consider the economic dominant of sustainable
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development of EU member states under the influence of global economic
instability in the dynamics) and logical generalization (when formulating
conclusions).

Results. The components of the economic determinants of sustainable
development of EU member states in the context of global instability were
reviewed and analyzed, which confirmed that sustainable development is an
integral part of effective economic policy. Thus, it allows countries not only to
confront global challenges, but also to create the foundations for long-term
growth, while ensuring social justice and environmental sustainability.

1t is substantiated that GDP growth is a priority indicator of the economic
aspect of sustainable development. The proposed model shows that reducing
unemployment and moderate inflation contribute to economic growth. High
unemployment negatively affects social stability and inclusion. Reducing
unemployment improves the social aspect of sustainable development. It is
synthesized that although inflation has a positive effect on GDP growth, it is
important to consider that high inflation can lead to economic instability.
Therefore, it is necessary to maintain a balance between economic growth and
environmental sustainability.

It is proposed that in order to ensure sustainable development of EU
member states, it is necessary to actively implement policies aimed at reducing
unemployment, in particular through programs for improving the skills of
workers, supporting small and medium-sized businesses. In addition, it is
important to maintain inflation at a moderate level in order to avoid economic
instability. It is proven that to ensure environmental sustainability, it is necessary
to invest purposefully in energy efficiency and renewable energy sources.

Prospects. The application of the obtained results in practice through
effective management of economic parameters will contribute to the achievement
of sustainable development goals both in the member states of the European

Union and in Ukraine under the influence of global economic instability. At the
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same time, other determinants under global challenges, in particular, social, are
becoming a promising direction of research.
