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Summary. Introduction. In an unstable economic and political environment, companies face difficult challenges that test
their strength and flexibility. However, companies can survive in these conditions and also succeed if they have the right strat-
egy. In this regard, this research topic is a relevant one.

In today’s world, the automotive industry is facing unprecedented challenges. Geopolitical shifts, economic fluctuations and
technological revolutions are shaping the new landscape for market players.

Effective functioning of the automotive business today requires not just strategic planning, but the creation of flexible busi-
ness models that can quickly transform in response to external changes. Companies need to develop multi-variant development
scenarios that take into account various economic forecasts and political risks.

Thus, a successful strategy for the development of the car business in turbulent times is based on the principles of adaptabil-
ity, predictive analysis and technological modernisation. Companies that are able to quickly restructure their operating models
and find new market niches gain a significant competitive advantage in the long term.

Purpose. To propose strategies for the development of the car business in an unstable economic and political environment.

Materials and methods. Development strategies in the automotive industry were studied and analysed by reviewing scientific
publications. In addition, methodological guidelines for optimising management structures in the automotive industry were analysed.

Results. The directions of strategic development of companies, including those engaged in car reconditioning and resale in
several literary sources are studied. Conclusions are drawn about the ambiguous influence of external political and economic
influences on the car business. It is learnt that without the development and implementation of effective strategies, companies
cannot maintain and develop their activities.

Discussion. Automotive resale companies can significantly improve their performance by implementing relevant strategic
initiatives, the analysis of which should be prioritised in subsequent research papers.

roblem statement. In today’s world, the automo-
tive industry is facing unprecedented challenges.
Geopolitical crises, sanctions restrictions and sharp
currency fluctuations create a turbulent environment for
the functioning of the automotive business at all levels.

Economic instability has a multifactorial impact
on market participants. Dealerships are forced to
adapt their business models to new realities, when
traditional supply chains are being destroyed and
consumer demand demonstrates unpredictable dy-
namics. The problem of planning becomes especially
acute in conditions when long-term forecasts lose rel-
evance literally within weeks.

In parallel, political factors are transforming the
regulatory environment. The introduction of new
technical regulations, changes in customs legislation
and the transformation of government programmes
to support the industry are happening at kaleido-
scopic speed. Market participants often have no time
to adapt to one change before new ones appear.

Logistic chains built by car manufacturers over
decades are collapsing under the pressure of exter-
nal circumstances. There is a need to find alternative
routes to deliver components and finished products,
which inevitably affects production costs and the fi-
nal price for the consumer.

The investment climate in the industry is also un-
dergoing serious changes. Uncertainty about the fu-
ture is forcing investors to reconsider long-term strat-
egies and focus on short-term projects with minimal
risks. This slows down the technological renewal of
the automotive industry and postpones the introduc-
tion of innovations [1, p. 102].

Nevertheless, crisis phenomena also open up new
opportunities. Companies that are able to quickly
adapt to changing conditions are gaining competitive
advantages. The development of local production fa-
cilities, diversification of suppliers and implementa-
tion of flexible business processes are becoming key
factors of survival in a turbulent environment. Only
a systematic approach to solving the accumulated
problems will allow the automotive industry not only
to withstand difficult economic and political condi-
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tions, but also to lay the foundation for sustainable
development in the future.

Analysis of recent research and publications.
In today’s world of business and organisational de-
velopment, it is difficult to overestimate the impor-
tance of effective leadership. Scientific management,
formed as a discipline in the early 20th century, has
undergone significant evolution, incorporating many
directions and approaches. Among them strategic
management occupies a special place — a fundamen-
tal direction in the theory of administration, which
accumulates intellectual achievements of researchers
from different countries and continents.

Numerous scientific schools around the world con-
tinuously contribute to expanding the boundaries of
understanding of strategic management, enriching
it with new concepts and methodologies. This is not
surprising given that this field combines elements
of economics, psychology, sociology and even philos-
ophy. The globalisation of business processes and
the increasing complexity of market relations only
strengthen the need for further development of this
critical component of management science.

Thus, strategic management is not just one of the
sections of management, but its cornerstone, which is
based on an extensive body of international research
and continues to actively evolve in response to the
challenges of modernity. The founders of strategic
management theories are W. King and D. Cleland
[5, p. 98], F. Kotler [6, p. 65], M. Porter [10, p. 301],
D. Strickland and A. Thompson [14, p. 146] and oth-
ers. The strategies of enterprises from the position
of analysing the impact of the external environment,
time factor and uncertainty were studied by P. Doyle
and F. Stern [4, p. 34], R. Oldcorn [9, p. 78].

Development of theoretical and methodological
foundations of strategic management under uncer-
tainty. Researchers in the field of economics and man-
agement increasingly pay attention to the growing
influence of exogenous factors on the functioning of
organisations of various scales. This trend requires
a rethinking of traditional concepts of corporate gov-
ernance. Analysts of economic systems study in detail
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how the turbulence of the external environment forces
companies to adapt their management paradigms. The
fundamental conceptual frameworks and directions of
strategic management that allow businesses to remain
stable in the face of unexpected market fluctuations
are becoming particularly important. Modern research
demonstrates that it is the flexibility of management
models that becomes a critical factor of survival in the
face of unpredictable economic realities. The scientific
community conducts systematic analyses of the distinc-
tive characteristics and specifics of various approach-
es to strategic planning in the context of a constantly
changing business environment. This makes it possi-
ble to identify the most effective tools for enterprises
to adapt to the new challenges of the global economy.
Integration of innovative management methodologies
becomes not just a competitive advantage, but a neces-
sary condition for long-term success in the era of per-
manent changes and technological breakthroughs [3,
p- 121]. The works devoted to the issues of strategic
management in the period of serious macroeconomic
shocks, such as pandemic and sanctions of Western
countries are of particular relevance [12, p. 188].

Improvement of methods and tools of strategic ma-
nagement in conditions of uncertainty. Management
professionals carry out a comprehensive analysis of
existing management mechanisms, building them into
logically structured systems. Experts in management
sciences develop detailed taxonomies of tools used in
the management of organisational processes. They
do not limit themselves to theoretical constructs, but
demonstrate the real-world application of these tech-
niques in a variety of business contexts. The applied
aspect is central to their research, allowing them to
transform abstract concepts into concrete algorithms
of action. Based on an extensive empirical base, multi-
factor models are developed to assess the effectiveness
of applied management techniques. Modern analysts
offer innovative methodologies to quantitatively mea-
sure the impact of implementing certain management
approaches. These calculations allow organisations to
make informed decisions about the choice of optimal
management strategies. Ultimately, the systematisa-
tion and evaluation of the effectiveness of management
tools contributes to the formation of a scientifically
sound foundation for the development of management
theory and practice in the dynamically changing eco-
nomic environment [7, p. 158].

Consideration of strategic planning at the enter-
prise as the most important function of management
under conditions of uncertainty. Here the forms,
methods and tools of planning are actualised and
improved in order to reduce the risks of uncertainty,
to expand the production potential of the enterprise
even in an unstable environment [15, p. 54].

The purpose of the article is proposing a strat-
egy for the development of the car business in an un-
stable economic and political environment.

Materials and methods. Development strategies
in the automotive industry were studied and anal-
ysed by reviewing scientific publications. In addition,
methodological guidelines for optimising management
structures in the automotive industry were analysed.

Presentation of the main material. An unsta-
ble geopolitical environment, currency volatility and
ever-changing trade barriers are creating a new busi-
ness reality for companies in the automotive sector.
In such an environment, traditional strategic plan-
ning methods often prove ineffective. This issue is
particularly acute for companies operating in the car
restoration and resale niche, where margins are di-
rectly dependent on macroeconomic indicators.

Global experience shows that organisations that
have implemented adaptive management systems
demonstrate significantly greater resilience during
periods of market instability. That is why the devel-
opment of specialised management strategies for car
restoration and sales business becomes not just a de-
sirable option, but a necessary condition for survival
in the conditions of unpredictable economic dynamics
and political transformations [13, p. 121].

Thus, the timely formation of crisis-resistant man-
agement models will allow companies in this segment
not only to overcome recessionary periods, but also to
use market instability as an opportunity to strength-
en their competitive position and strategic growth.

Companies engaged in car reconditioning and resale
may face a number of challenges during periods of un-
stable political and economic environment (Figure 1).

Thus, companies specialising in automotive distri-
bution today face numerous structural barriers that
radically transform traditional business models.

Currency volatility is becoming a critical uncer-
tainty factor for car dealers, as it significantly affects
the pricing of imported vehicles and components. In
case of sharp devaluations of the national currency,
dealerships are forced to promptly adjust their pric-
ing policy, which often leads to a decline in customer
interest and reduced margins.

An equally significant challenge is the transforma-
tion of logistics chains in the context of geopolitical
tensions. The introduction of sanctions restrictions,
revision of trade agreements and new customs bar-
riers dramatically change established supply routes,
forcing dealers to look for alternative import channels
and increasing transaction costs.

Economic crises provoke a significant drop in the
purchasing power of the population, which is particu-
larly painful for the market of expensive goods, such
as cars. Vehicle resellers are forced to adapt their
strategies by expanding value-added services and de-
veloping after-sales services to compensate for declin-
ing core sales.

The digitalisation of the customer experience is
creating additional competitive pressure on tradi-
tional car dealers. The development of online direct

sales platforms from manufacturers, the emergence
of used car marketplaces and long-term rental ser-
vices are eroding the classic dealer model, requiring
a fundamental rethinking of approaches to customer
interaction.

In conditions of permanent uncertainty, adapt-
ability and diversification become the key factor of
car dealership business survival. The most stable
market players are actively developing the areas of
trade-in, certified used cars, long-term leasing and
subscriptions, creating integrated mobility ecosys-
tems instead of simple resale of vehicles [11, p.557].

Figure 2 shows the directions of the car business
development in the unstable economic and political
environment.

The instability of the global geopolitical system
creates the need to find new ways of development for
companies involved in automotive refurbishment and
resale:

1. Digital revolution as the foundation of trans-
formation. The introduction of digital technologies
is becoming not just a trend, but a prerequisite for
the survival of companies in the automotive sector.
The creation of digital ecosystems connecting man-
ufacturers, dealers and consumers is shaping a new
reality of interaction in the market. The integration
of artificial intelligence into the processes of vehicle
refurbishment, customer service and inventory man-
agement makes it possible to achieve a fundamental-
ly new level of efficiency.

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2. Innovation activity as a competitive advantage.
The pursuit of innovation in an environment of eco-
nomic turbulence is becoming a key differentiator in
the automotive business. Companies investing in re-
search and development even in times of crisis form
the groundwork for future technological leadership
in the field of automotive refurbishment. Innovations
aimed at reducing repair and logistics costs and in-
creasing the customer value proposition are of partic-
ular importance.

3. Automation and robotisation of repair opera-
tions. The transition to robotics is accelerated by the
need to optimise costs and increase the flexibility of re-
pair work in the process of restoring vehicles and pre-
paring them for sale. Robotisation affects not only the
remanufacturing process itself, but also logistics oper-
ations, maintenance and even customer interaction. In
an unstable environment, this reduces dependence on
labour market fluctuations and ensures stable quality.

4. Transformation of management paradigms. Im-
proving the management system of the auto business
involves the introduction of flexible methodologies and
adaptive organisational structures. Classical hierar-
chical models are giving way to network models capa-
ble of reacting quickly to changes in the external envi-
ronment. Development of distributed leadership and
formation of cross-functional teams become the key to
successful adaptation to changing market conditions.

5. Ensuring sustainable development in the long
term. Achieving sustainable development of the au-
tomotive business in the current environment re-
quires a balanced approach to economic, social and
environmental aspects of operations. Companies that
integrate the principles of sustainable development
into their strategy demonstrate greater resilience to
external factors and better results in the long term.
Being responsible to the environment and society be-
comes not only an ethical imperative, but also an eco-
nomically sound decision.

Ultimately, the success of the transformation of
the automotive business in conditions of instability
will be determined by the ability of companies to pro-
active adaptation and systematic implementation of
innovations in all aspects of activity [8, p.172].

Based on the above-mentioned directions of devel-
opment of the automotive business, it is possible to
define specific strategies of enterprise development
(Figure 3).

Flexibility is the key to success in times of econom-
ic uncertainty. Companies in the automotive business
must be able to adapt quickly to changing market con-
ditions, as this allows them to better survive and capi-
talise on new opportunities that may arise. This means
that the auto business must be flexible, adaptive and
ready to make any necessary changes at any time.

Summary. Introduction. Banks serve as pivotal institutions within the financial system, channeling resources to the real
economy. In times of economic instability, their ability to mitigate risks and improve the efficiency of investment banking (1B)
operations becomes a key determinant of both institutional resilience and systemic stability. Effective 1B enhances bank prof-
itability, aligns with shareholder interests, and contributes to broader economic development. A critical factor in achieving this
efficiency is the strategic formation and management of the bank’s resource portfolio, which must be aligned with credit and
investment activities, profitability goals, and the prevailing risk environment.

Purpose. This study aims to deepen theoretical foundations and develop methodological approaches to improving the effec-
tiveness of investment banking. Particular attention is given to the influence of resource portfolio formation in the context of
systemic instability within the banking sector.

Materials and Methods. The study draws on a wide range of sources, including legislative frameworks governing Ukrainian
banking investment activity, as well as academic publications by domestic and international scholars. Empirical data, digital
resources, and the author’s own calculations are also utilized. The research employs general scientific methods like analysis,
synthesis, induction, and deduction along with analogy and comparison, enabling a comprehensive investigation into both the-
oretical and practical aspects of IB efficiency.

Results. The findings confirm that the efficiency of investment banking is a multidimensional construct, encompassing fi-
nancial, risk-related, and managerial dimensions. The study refines the definition of IB efficiency by integrating the interplay
between credit and investment operations, emphasizing the need to achieve an optimal balance between profitability and risk.
A central outcome of the research is the identification of the resource portfolio as a fundamental determinant of efficiency. Its
structure must reflect the anticipated volumes of credit and investment transactions to ensure effective capital deployment.
Moreover, the research introduces a framework for evaluating 1B efficiency that incorporates:

1. Alignment between the structure of bank assets and operational objectives;

2. Standardized benchmarking of asset performance across risk-adjusted metrics; and

3. Mechanisms for substituting underperforming assets with more profitable alternatives.

Importantly, the study demonstrates that efficiency assessment must extend beyond asset profitability to include the costs
associated with capital acquisition and borrowing, which exert a direct influence on a bank’s financial stability. The research
underscores the importance of resource rationalization strategies based on profitability-risk profiles, which not only reduce
financial costs but also enhance return on assets and overall institutional performance. These findings collectively support a
holistic, adaptive framework for managing investment activity in dynamically changing financial environments.

Discussion. Future research should prioritize quantitative modeling of the relative impact of financial, risk-based, and managerial
components on IB efficiency. In particular, empirical analysis of the correlation between resource portfolio structure and bank profit-
ability under conditions of volatility remains an underexplored but promising area. The development of dynamic efficiency assessment
models accounting for market volatility, variations in capital costs, and strategic responsiveness to external shocks offers significant
potential. Such models would facilitate real-time decision-making and contribute to more agile, risk-sensitive investment banking
strategies. Advancing the theoretical and methodological basis for IB efficiency will ultimately support the formation of adaptive man-
agement practices, strengthen the competitiveness of financial institutions, and enhance systemic resilience across the banking sector.

In periods of economic
instability, they must focus on minimizing risks while
enhancing the efficiency of investment banking (IB).
Effective IB not only boosts profitability for banks and
aligns with shareholder interests but also supports the
growth of the real economy.

A key determinant of IB effectiveness is the stra-
tegic formation of the bank’s resource portfolio. This
requires coordinating credit and investment activi-
ties, allocating resources based on risk and profitabil-
ity assessments, and adjusting the portfolio to meet
specific goals. The resource portfolio structure should
align with the total credit and investment portfolio to
ensure optimal resource utilization and risk control.

Given IB’s significance for both banking perfor-
mance and economic development, advancing theoret-
ical and methodological approaches to improving its
efficiency has become increasingly critical.

Background and Literature Review. The is-
sue of evaluating the effectiveness of investment
banking has been widely explored in both domestic
and international research. Foreign scholars such
as I. Ansoff, M. Porter, D. Strickland, and M. Frost
have thoroughly examined the theoretical aspects of
managing the investment process. Meanwhile, prac-
tical aspects of IB have been addressed by research-
ers like E. Altman, Nicholas Apergis, A. Damodaran,
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Arthur H. Gilbert, Estelle Brack, Ramona Jimborean,
Fred H. Hays, H. Markowitz, and W. Sharpe [4; 5; 6; 7].
Domestic scholars, including A. Kuznetsova, Andriy-
chuk V., A. Krykliy, N. Maslak, O. Pozhar, O. Bezrodna,
0. Vovchak, O. Dzyblyuk, T. Maiorova [1; 2; 3], have
contributed to the development of theoretical founda-
tions for IB, provided practical recommendations for its
effective implementation, and proposed strategies for
managing investment risks. Despite the extensive body
of work in this area, several issues remain unresolved,
particularly the need for a deeper investigation into the
theoretical and methodological foundations for improving
IB effectiveness and refining its conceptual framework.
The ongoing relevance of these issues has shaped the
focus, objectives, and tasks of the current research.

Purpose. The aim of this study is to deepen the-
oretical foundations and develop methodological ap-
proaches to enhancing the effectiveness of investment
banking, considering the factors influencing the forma-
tion of the resource portfolio in the context of banking
system instability.

Materials and methods. The research’s informa-
tion basis includes legislative and regulatory acts that
govern the investment activities of Ukraine’s banking
system, as well as monographs and scholarly publi-
cations by both domestic and international experts
analyzing the efficiency of banks’ investment activities
in contemporary conditions. Additionally, periodicals,
electronic Internet resources, and the author’s own
calculations are utilized to ensure a comprehensive
assessment.

To achieve the goal and address the tasks set in
the study, general scientific and specific methods of
scientific inquiry were used, ensuring a comprehen-
sive approach to the research. In particular: analysis
and synthesis, induction and deduction — for refining
the theoretical and methodological foundations of effi-
ciency of investment banking; as well as analogy and
comparison — for identifying the characteristics of
Ukrainian banks’ IB under conditions of instability.

Results. Despite extensive theoretical advance-
ments in financial management, academic literature
presents diverse definitions of “efficiency of banking”.
A comprehensive analysis of English research indi-
cates that scholars and practitioners employ multiple
terminologies to describe this concept, significantly
influencing methodologies for its assessment [1-7].

This study proposes a refined definition of efficiency
of banking as the execution of credit and investment
activities while maintaining minimal financial costs
and ensuring an optimal balance between asset prof-
itability and risk associated with the bank’s gener-
ated credit and investment assets. This efficiency is
determined by the volume of assets generated, while
financial costs and losses due to risk factors constitute
the expense component. The proposed definition offers
a universal framework for evaluating investment effi-
ciency across varying economic conditions, including
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periods of financial instability and sustained economic
growth.

This refined conceptualization incorporates profit-
ability metrics and risk exposure, encompassing not
only credit and investment risks but also those related
to fundraising and borrowing. Furthermore, it estab-
lishes a strong link between banking efficiency and
the structure of its credit and investment operations,
necessitating methodological adaptations for accurate
evaluation.

Building upon the concept of “efficiency of bank-
ing” and an analysis of “investment banking (IB)” [4;
5; 6], this study introduces the concept of “efficiency
of investment banking”. This efficiency is defined as
a comprehensive measure encompassing both quanti-
tative and qualitative aspects of portfolio management.
It reflects a bank’s ability to structure its investment
portfolio effectively, ensuring alignment, comparabil-
ity, and substitutability of assets to optimize overall
portfolio composition in accordance with prevailing
market conditions.

An effective IB should fulfill two key criteria:

1) exhibit high flexibility and adaptability to fluctu-
ating macroeconomic conditions, and

2) ensure profitability while reinforcing the bank’s
financial stability.

Investment activities should be strategically
planned in parallel with credit operations rather than
as secondary considerations. Prioritization should be
determined by anticipated profitability and assessed
relative to credit operations, with resource allocation
decisions significantly influenced by the cost of capital
and transaction yields.

Additionally, diversification benefits derived from
incorporating investment assets within a bank’s port-
folio underscore the strategic importance of securities
transactions. This diversification effect mitigates ef-
ficiency losses associated with lower-yielding assets,
reinforcing their role in enhancing overall bank per-
formance efficiency.

Efficient investment banking possesses distinct
characteristics that necessitate differentiating its ef-
ficiency assessment from regular investment activity.
A comprehensive evaluation of IB efficiency should
incorporate operational costs, as these expenditures
related to settlement, cash management, and clearing
operations significantly influence operational efficien-
cy. Consequently, in addition to resource allocation and
risk management, operational efficiency emerges as
a critical factor in assessing IB performance.

The efficiency of IB is fundamentally determined
by two primary factors:

1. Resource transformation efficiency, which
reflects qualitative and quantitative changes in cash
flows, including maturity, volume, and cost; and

2. Management efficiency, which pertains to
the effectiveness of risk distribution and operational
profitability.
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Furthermore, IB efficiency necessitates a refined
assessment criterion that evaluates the management
system’s capability to structure and allocate resources
effectively. This criterion is reflected in the following
key analytical factors:
¢ Alignment of credit and investment activities
to ensure strategic coherence;

* Rational resource allocation guided by risk-re-
turn trade-offs;

* Transformation of the fund portfolio in align-
ment with its strategic purpose.

The fund portfolio should be structured such that
its maturity corresponds proportionally to the expected
structure of the overall credit and investment portfolio.
This alignment ensures that resources with specific
maturities adequately support the generation of credit
or investment assets.

A fundamental principle of efficient IB is the strate-
gic utilization of funds for transformation into invest-
ment assets based on their relative efficiency compared
to credit assets, rather than as a residual process. Ad-
ditionally, maintaining IB efficiency requires rigorous
risk management during resource portfolio formation.
Given that each resource type carries an intrinsic risk
level, the overall risk exposure of credit and invest-
ment operations must be carefully controlled. Conse-
quently, resource types exhibiting excessive risk levels
are deemed unsuitable for use under predefined risk
constraints governing investment and credit activities.

We believe that the risk limit for executing an ac-
tive operation can be determined using the following
formula 1:

Each of these risk types has distinct characteristics
and is influenced by the following factors:

¢ Liquidity risk of the resource base, characterized
by threats such as premature resource withdrawals
and low liquidity levels.

¢ Volatility risk of resource pricing in the capital
market, arising from sharp fluctuations in the cost
of attracting and borrowing funds.

e Structural transformation risk of resources,
caused by discrepancies between liability and asset
parameters into which the funds have been trans-
formed (e.g., changes in amount and maturity).

¢ Inefficient management risk, stemming from
irrational resource allocation and biased assessment
of investment asset efficiency by bank managers.

* External economic volatility risk, influenced
by market and political risks, as well as the risk of
national default.

A crucial distinction in assessing investment bank-
ing efficiency compared to regular bank’s investment
activities lies in the alignment between the resource
and investment portfolios. Effective portfolio structur-
ing requires synchronization of resource availability
and investment objectives.

Additionally, the transformation coefficient is
a key metric differentiating IB efficiency assessment.
It quantifies a bank’s ability to reallocate assets in
response to shifting market conditions and strategic
priorities. This capacity includes converting credit
assets into investment assets and vice versa, ensuring
optimal portfolio composition. Furthermore, it extends
to adjusting the resource portfolio structure to align
with evolving active portfolio priorities.

The development of a bank’s investment strategy
serves as the primary framework for planning effi-
cient investment banking and adapting it to dynamic
market conditions. Consequently, the optimization of
banking operations must be approached from a stra-
tegic perspective to ensure long-term effectiveness.
The core objectives of such a strategy include profit
maximization, the containment of investment risk at
a minimal level, the implementation of government-
directed programs with significant social value, and
the provision of financial resources to the real sector
to support its sustainable growth. Additionally, in-
vestment strategies are expected to address broader
institutional aims aligned with shareholder interests.
Given the distinctions among various banking activi-
ties, we propose a classification of key characteristics
that define efficient investment banking (see Table 1),
offering deeper insights into the operational specificity
of its implementation.

Efficient investment banking is distinguished by
the principle of parallel and continuous imple-
mentation, which asserts that credit and investment
operations should be executed simultaneously and
continuously, rather than according to a residual
principle. Strategic coordination is essential, with
preferences between credit and investment decisions
determined through rigorous economic justification
and quantitative performance metrics. The choice of
executing credit, investment, or combined operations
should be guided by their aggregate impact on the
bank’s operational efficiency.

A key feature of efficient investment banking lies
in its standardized framework for evaluating as-
set efficiency, which facilitates comparative analysis
between credit and investment assets and supports
optimal portfolio substitution decisions. Additionally,
continuous monitoring of credit and investment
markets is vital to identifying high-performing assets
and replacing underperforming ones to maintain port-
folio effectiveness.

In contrast to traditional practices, efficient invest-
ment banking does not differentiate funding sourc-
es between credit and investment functions over the

medium and long term. Instead, capital is deployed in
accordance with strategic investment priorities and
the efficiency either current or forecasted of available
market assets.

Moreover, it is emphasized that risk evaluation
must account for investment duration, as lon-
ger-term placements inherently carry greater risk.
Accordingly, risk assessments should focus on the re-
lationship between the asset’s maturity and the bank’s
resource utilization structure, rather than applying
a uniform metric across assets.

Finally, the correlation of asset income should
be assessed in relation to the entire credit-investment
portfolio, rather than restricted to individual asset
classes. This approach ensures a more accurate eval-
uation of diversification and portfolio stability.

Collectively, these distinguishing characteristics
highlight how efficient investment banking departs
from standard investment activity. Central to this
model is the requirement that all operations undergo
a rigorous evaluation of their contribution to overall
performance efficiency, ensuring that only the most
effective financial decisions are implemented.

An effective investment strategy, in the context
of its influence on investment banking activities
must demonstrate a high degree of transferability
defined as the seamless integration of its core princi-
ples into operational practice without compromising
their fundamental integrity. This necessitates the
development of a transmission mechanism to ensure
alignment across all organizational tiers, from top
management to frontline and, to a limited extent,
back-office functions.
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Senior managers within the financial analysis and
risk management divisions, equipped with comprehen-
sive insights into the bank’s resource base and seg-
mented market data, play a central role in identifying
regions with elevated investment demand. Strategic
optimization is pursued by aligning resource allocation
with anticipated returns and region-specific risk levels,
thereby enhancing investment efficiency.

A core tenet of efficient IB is the strict observance
of predetermined operational limits. Market-driven
adjustments must be executed in accordance with the
guidance issued by supervisory bodies. While com-
munication with the central office remains vital, op-
erational flexibility is ensured by allowing regional
branches to independently adjust key indicators within
set boundaries thus avoiding excessive centralization
and reducing response latency.

Developing an efficient IB strategy is a complex un-
dertaking, with target benchmarks tailored to specific
market segments and operationalized by the bank’s re-
gional branches. The core challenge lies in reconciling
the competing objectives of profitability, liquidity, and
reliability (risk mitigation), while upholding the bank’s
institutional responsibilities. The joint evaluation of
liquidity and risk informs the bank’s overall stability
and its systemic risk profile.

A high level of investment efficiency signifies an op-
timal equilibrium between profitability and resilience,
enabling the bank to perform its transformation func-
tion namely, the conversion of short-term liabilities
into long-term assets. Consequently, profitability and
financial stability are the key performance metrics
under an efficient IB strategy.
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To strengthen strategic effectiveness, several rec-
ommendations are proposed for shaping a credit-
investment strategy:

1) define the optimal balance between credit and in-
vestment activities based on comparative returns;

2) incorporate diversification effects by applying appro-
priate weighting to investment instruments within
the overall portfolio;

3) account for capital cost fluctuations stemming from
changes in risk exposure; and

4) design a resource portfolio structure aligned with
the maturity profiles of both credit and investment
operations.

Considering these features, the classification of IB
efficiency types according to specific criteria is war-
ranted. This typological approach enhances the ro-
bustness of statistical analyses and facilitates bench-
marking of a bank’s investment efficiency against that
of its peers. A detailed classification is provided in the
corresponding table.

The time-based criterion assesses the duration
during which investment banking efficiency is mea-
sured. The magnitude criterion quantifies the level
of efficiency, providing insights into its adequacy and
facilitating comparisons with market competitors. The
volatility criterion tracks fluctuations in efficiency over
different time periods.

Investment banking efficiency is categorized into
elastic and inflexible types, reflecting the bank’s abil-
ity to adjust its activities and modify efficiency within
short timeframes. The replication capability measures
the degree to which the efficiency of investment activ-
ities aligns with the bank’s overall strategic success.
A higher replication coefficient is achieved when in-
vestment efficiency closely mirrors the effectiveness
of the bank’s credit-investment strategy.

A strong correlation exists between the efficiency
of a bank’s investment activities and the success of
its credit-investment strategy. The flexibility of the
strategy, coupled with the ability to make adjustments
during its execution, significantly impacts efficiency
by allowing asset reallocation in line with the capital
deployment risk profile.

Conclusion. The research identifies the efficiency
of IB operations of a bank as a multidimensional con-
cept, incorporating financial, risk, and management
factors. The refined definition emphasizes the interre-
lationship between credit and investment activities, as
well as the balance between profitability and risk, posi-
tioning investment activity efficiency as a critical factor
for the stability and growth of the banking system.

A key element in enhancing IB efficiency is the
bank’s resource portfolio, which must align with the
expected scale of credit and investment operations to
optimize resource utilization. Efficient allocation based
on risk and profitability reduces financial costs and
improves overall bank performance.

The study introduces principles for evaluating in-
vestment activity efficiency, including asset alignment,
standardized efficiency comparisons, and replacing
underperforming assets with more profitable ones.
Additionally, it highlights that assessing efficiency
should consider not only asset profitability but also
the costs of resource acquisition and borrowing, which
impact financial stability.

The refined understanding of investment activi-
ty efficiency provides a comprehensive framework for
evaluation and management. The findings can inform
strategies aimed at improving investment efficiency in
banks, especially during periods of economic instabil-
ity, while supporting the sustainable development of
the financial sector.

Summary. Introduction. Cultural diplomacy is gaining new significance in the context of globalization and digitalization,
transforming into a flexible tool for promoting national interests. In Ukraine, with its ethnocultural wealth, fashion as a compo-
nent of the creative economy is becoming a relevant means of forming an international image, especially against the backdrop
of war, which emphasizes the need to rethink its role in strengthening intercultural ties and economic potential.

Purpose. The purpose is to study the role of fashion as a tool of cultural diplomacy of Ukraine, assess its contribution to the pro-
motion of national identity and economic capital through the participation of designers in international fashion shows for 2022-2024.

Materials and methods. The study is based on an analysis of scientific works, in particular the concept of «soft power» by J. Nye,
and a case study of the participation of Ukrainian designers in the Paris, London and Copenhagen Fashion Weeks. A comparative
analysis of world experience (France, South Korea), media sources (Vogue, Euronews) and tabular data summary were used.

Results. It was found that Ukrainian designers (Litkovska, Kseniaschnaider, Frolov, Chumak) actively use fashion for cultural
diplomacy, integrating ethno elements and demonstrating sustainability. Participation in international shows (2022-2024) con-
tributed to raising funds, increasing Ukraine’s visibility and forming its creative image, combining symbolic and material capital.

Discussion. Further research may focus on the economic impact of fashion on Ukraine’s export potential, comparing its strat-
egies with global practices, the role of digital platforms in promoting ethnofashion and the industry’s contribution to post-war
recovery. Analysis of investment potential and intersectoral collaborations is also promising.

Summary. Introduction. The modern business environment is characterized by increasing complexity and integration of mar-
keting communications, while the development of digital technologies has created new forms of consumer-brand relationships,
leading to the evolution of an omnichannel approach to customer interaction. The transformation of marketing communications
has evolved from a multichannel approach to the implementation of an omnichannel concept, the core idea of which is the deep
integration of digital and physical touchpoints into the unified ecosystem of customer interaction. Meanwhile, alongside with the
growth of investments in omnichannel marketing strategies, uncertainty regarding their economic efficiency is also increasing.

Purpose. The purpose of the study substantiate theoretical and applied aspects of assessing the economic efficiency of
omnichannel marketing and strategies for optimizing investments in omnichannel infrastructure.

Materials and methods. The research is based on the analysis of contemporary scientific works in the field of omnichannel mar-
keting and practical approaches to the assessment of its economic efficiency. To address these issues, channel-centric, customer-
centric, financial, process-centric, and integrated approaches to evaluating the effectiveness of omnichannel strategies were used.
The methodology for calculating the Return on Marketing Investment (ROMI) was applied, considering their incremental nature.

Results. The study substantiates that the effectiveness of omnichannel marketing is determined not only by financial indica-
tors but also by the quality of customer experience, the level of channel integration, and the ability to adapt to dynamic changes
in consumer behavior. The proposed use of an incremental approach to ROMI assessment enables the identification of additional
value created by specific marketing activities. The article identifies the sources of synergistic effect in omnichannel marketing —
improving attribution efficiency, seamless customer experience, mutual reinforcement of channels, and accumulation and enrich-
ment of customer data. Recommendations for maximizing the synergistic effect of omnichannel strategies have been developed.

Discussion. Further research should be directed towards developing comprehensive models for assesing the economic ef-
ficiency of omnichannel strategies, considering their non-linear nature, the quality of channel integration, the dynamics of
customer switching between channels, and the formation of switching barriers. A promising direction is also the study of the

differentiation of omnichannel approaches for diverse customer segments.

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Summary. Introduction. The meat product subcomplex plays a key role in the economy and is a fundamental component of
the country’s food security. However, due to the decline of the livestock sector, there has been a yearly reduction in the number
of livestock (excluding poultry), which negatively affects not only the population’s consumption level of meat products but also
the overall economic condition of the country. The domestic meat and meat products market is becoming increasingly depen-
dent on imports. To overcome these challenges, the implementation of effective public policies aimed at supporting domestic
producers and modernizing the industry is essential.

Purpose. The purpose of this article is to investigate the current state of the meat product subcomplex as a crucial element
of Ukraine’s food security, to analyze its development dynamics, identify major trends in the industry’s structural changes, and
to determine the factors influencing the stability and efficiency of the subcomplex under modern socio-economic challenges.

Materials and Methods. The research employed a combination of general scientific and specialized methods, including anal-
ysis and synthesis, comparative analysis, induction, and deduction. The informational basis included official statistical data
from the State Statistics Service of Ukraine, industry analytics, and academic publications by domestic and foreign scholars
focused on the development of the meat product subcomplex. The use of statistical analysis made it possible to track changes
in meat production structure, identify key trends and patterns in the industry’s development, and determine the main factors
influencing its effectiveness in the context of ensuring national food security.

Results. The analysis revealed negative trends in the declining numbers of cattle and pigs. Poultry farming remains the only
successfully functioning sector, stabilizing the subcomplex overall. This can be attributed to lower labor input requirements and
a significantly shorter production cycle in poultry farming. Consequently, the export potential of poultry meat has increased,
contributing to the country’s food security. The growth and development of poultry meat production have been supported by
adequate funding, with investment playing a key role. The quick return on capital investment in poultry production has encour-
aged increased investment in this sector, leading to the construction of modern poultry farms and the establishment of large,
vertically integrated companies.

Discussion. Given the identified characteristics of the meat product subcomplex, further scientific research should focus on
developing effective state regulation mechanisms to stimulate the development of livestock sectors, particularly cattle and pig
farming. It is also important to explore the possibilities of diversifying funding sources, including attracting private investments
and promoting public-private partnerships. Particular attention should be paid to assessing the impact of innovative technolo-
gies on improving industry productivity, as well as researching logistics and distribution chains within vertically integrated com-
panies. In the context of European integration processes, an important area of future research is the analysis of the compliance

of domestic meat products with European quality and safety standards.

Summary. Introduction. Modern globalization and the growing demand for a healthy lifestyle pose new challenges for
health resort institutions and medical tourism, particularly the need for innovations to ensure competitiveness and high-quality
services. The implementation of advanced technologies and services is essential for improving service quality, but faces difficul-
ties due to limited funding, insufficient staff qualifications, and managerial inertia.
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Research into innovations in this field makes it possible to identify optimal approaches to their implementation, which plays
a key role in adapting health resorts to new market demands.

Purpose of the article is to analyze innovation trends in health resort services and medical tourism, and to identify the key
factors influencing their implementation under conditions of limited resources and financial capacity of enterprises.

Materials and methods. The materials of the study include modern scientific works by domestic and foreign authors dedicat-
ed to the issues of innovative development in the health resort and medical tourism sector.

The research employed the following scientific methods: theoretical generalization and systematization (for analyzing ex-
isting approaches to innovation in the health resort sector, and for defining and classifying types of innovations); analysis and
synthesis (to identify the main directions of innovative activity and to construct tables evaluating implementation complexity
and expected outcomes); classification and grouping (to systematize innovations by type, direction, level of complexity, and
resource needs); and comparative analysis (to determine the most feasible innovations in resource-constrained conditions).

Results. The study clarifies the conceptual content of innovations in health resort services and medical tourism, and deepens
the understanding of their role in improving treatment efficiency and enterprise competitiveness. A generalized description of the
innovation potential of the health resort sector under modern challenges was developed. An analytical approach to assessing the
feasibility of implementing innovations was proposed, taking into account resource limitations and managerial barriers. The impor-
tance of systematic innovation as a strategic factor in the development of health and wellness tourism enterprises was emphasized.

Discussion. Further research should focus on an in-depth analysis of innovative methods that contribute to improving the
efficiency of health resort enterprises. It is advisable to study the characteristics of modern medical, technological, and orga-
nizational innovations, as well as to assess the feasibility and possibilities of their implementation, taking into account the

specifics of the enterprise, available resources, market conditions, and the needs of the target audience.

The article
reveals the essence of cash flows as one of the main sources of financial resources of an enterprise, which ensures its viability
in both the short and long term. The relationship between the volume and structure of cash flows and the overall financial con-
dition of an enterprise is determined.

Purpose. The aim of the study is to substantiate the role of cash flows in ensuring financial stability, solvency and efficient
functioning of an enterprise in the current economic environment.

Materials and methods. The methodological basis of the study is the results of previous scientific works in the field of corpo-
rate finance on cash flow management and financial stability of enterprises. In the course of the study, a set of general scientific
and special methods was applied, in particular, analysis and synthesis — to identify the essence and relationships between cash
flows and financial results of an enterprise; comparative analysis — to assess the impact of cash flows on various aspects of
enterprise activities; structural and logical analysis — to build the research logic and formulate conclusions; graphical model-
ing — to visualize the structure and dynamics of cash flows; as well as methods of economic and statistical analysis.

Results. The results of the study confirm that timely and stable cash flows ensure the continuity of operating activities, allow
the enterprise to reduce its dependence on external financing, increase its financial flexibility and investment attractiveness. It
has been found that effective cash flow management is a prerequisite for the sustainable development of an enterprise in the

face of economic uncertainty.

Conclusions. Prospects for further research are to develop models for optimizing cash flows, taking into account industry
specifics and the impact of the external environment, as well as to improve methods for forecasting cash flows.

Summary. Introduction. The ethics of social responsibility of business in the modern sense in Ukraine has gone through a
long path of transformations. It has evolved from the centralized model of the Soviet era, where the state provided basic social
guarantees for the lives of citizens, but was limited by ideological frameworks, to modern approaches focused on global stan-
dards of sustainable development, corporate ethics and active participation of business in solving social problems. Digitaliza-
tion, war radically change social standards, contributing to progress, but require quick action to minimize their negative impact.
The main task of modern society is to adapt social standards to new realities, ensure digital equality and protect the interests
of people in a world where technology plays a key role. In these conditions, creative ideas become an important tool for forming
synergistic effects of interaction between environmental actors to ensure social support.

Goal. The purpose of the study is to reveal the conceptual theoretical and methodological foundations of economist ethics
in the paradigm of business social responsibility in conditions of change.

Materials and methods. In the process of conducting the research, the following scientific methods were used: theoretical
generalization and grouping of components of the institutional principles of ethics in business; formalization, analysis and
synthesis (to build a scheme for the formation of ethical aspects of the role of an economist in the paradigm of social respon-
sibility of business); the dialectical method was used to identify changes in the socially oriented approach of companies and
the consequences of such changes; the hermeneutic method was used to find connections between international norms and
standards regarding socio-ethical and other attitudes towards companies implemented within the framework of CSR; systems
analysis —analysis of the interrelationships of changes in socio-ethical values of business and their consequences for company
management and other stakeholders;. logical generalization of results (formulation of conclusions).

Results.The scientific article reveals the institutional foundations of the economist’s ethics paradigm in the context of busi-
ness social responsibility in the context of change. The main institutional differences in the interpretation of the categories of
business social responsibility and corporate social responsibility and the role of economist’s ethics in them are analyzed. Within
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the framework of this study, we have studied the main models of CSR development and the determinants of the era of change
under the influence of which the formation of their social and ethical principles in Ukraine takes place. A range of scientific and
practical problems and ways to solve them has been formed, including using creative ideas as a driving force for changes in the
issue of the social and ethical direction of business development of the future. The author’s vision of the ethics of the econo-
mist’s CSR in the context of modern economic transformations is proposed.

Prospects.In the context of changes, the ethics of the economist in the doctrine of social responsibility should become an
instrument of synergy of various concepts of modern transformations, which will allow the company not only to realize its eco-
nomic interests, but also to promote the development of technologies that meet modern social and environmental challenges,
creating a more sustainable and inclusive society. In further scientific research, it is proposed to focus attention on studying the
role and significance of social institutions in the formation of moral order in society, including in the direction of strengthening
interdisciplinary dialogue. This will allow to improve the organization of business processes based on ethical principles; change

the mentality of people.

Summary. Introduction. In modern conditions, territorial communities function as independent economic units with their
own budgets, infrastructure complexes, business and public structures. This allows them to independently ensure their socio-
economic development, which consists in increasing the level of production and income of local businesses, building and mod-
ernizing roads, modernizing social infrastructure, which facilitates economic activity. Also, an important aspect of community
development is the formation of human capital through investments in education, training, public awareness, creating favorable
conditions for life in the community and ecological development, which involves the rational use of natural resources, environ-
mental protection, the introduction of renewable energy sources, reducing pollution of territories, for the purpose of balancing
economic growth and ecology and preserving recreational areas in the community. Given this, for planning and making manage-
ment decisions on socio-economic development, it is necessary to analyze the current state of the community, identify problems
and determine the potential for improving living conditions in it. Such economic diagnostics can also enable private businesses
and investors to assess the feasibility of investing resources in a specific territorial community.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to substantiate approaches to economic diagnostics of the development of territorial
communities and to generalize methods and tools for its implementation.

Materials and methods. The materials of the study are the works of domestic authors who conducted research on the socio-
economic development and assessment of territorial communities. In the process of the study, the following methods of scientif-
ic knowledge were used, such as: analysis and synthesis (to generalize the interpretations of the concept of economic diagnos-
tics and its application in the context of the development of territorial communities); generalization and grouping (to identify the
main users of diagnostic information); structural (to form the structure of economic diagnostics of the development of territorial
communities); graphic (to graphically display the results obtained).

Results. It was established that the diagnostics of the socio-economic development of territorial communities is a systemic
tool for assessing the state and dynamics of community development, which can serve as a tool for local governments, local
residents, private businesses, and state authorities to make effective management decisions. It was established that the eco-
nomic diagnostics of a community includes both general information about the current state of the territorial community and
financial indicators of local governments, local budgets, and private businesses. For its implementation, a wide range of tools
and sources of information are proposed, which include information from official websites, regulatory documents, financial and
budget reporting, a portal with open data on budgets, surveys, expert assessments, portals with open data on the activities of
legal entities and individual entrepreneurs, monitoring of social networks and the media.

Discussion. In further scientific research on the diagnostics of the socio-economic development of territorial communities,
it is worth focusing on improving integrated assessment methods adapted to the conditions of specific communities; develop-
ing universal indicators that would provide the possibility of comparative analysis; deepening the study of the relationships
between social, economic and environmental factors of development; as well as on the implementation of digital analytical
platforms that allow automating the processes of collecting, processing and visualizing diagnostic information. This will make
it possible to increase the validity and effectiveness of management decisions regarding the socio-economic development of
communities, ensure their adaptability to real needs and challenges, and will have a positive effect on the conditions for living
and doing business in territorial communities.

Summary. Introduction. The military aggression against Ukraine has created unprecedented challenges for the national
economy, social sphere, and security system. These challenges are especially acute at the regional level, where the effectiveness
of managerial decisions determines not only the resilience of local communities, but also the state’s overall ability to withstand
threats and ensure recovery after the end of hostilities.

Cherkasy region, as part of central Ukraine, plays an important role in ensuring the country’s economic and food stability.
However, it has also been significantly affected by the war — through increased internal migration, pressure on social infra-
structure, disruption of logistics chains, and a decline in investment activity. Under martial law, the issue of shaping security
and socio-economic priorities becomes particularly relevant, as they form the foundation for adaptive governance, community
resilience, and preparation for post-war recovery.

Purpose. The aim of the study is to identify the key directions for shaping security and socio-economic priorities of regional
development in Cherkasy region under martial law, and to outline prospects for the region’s post-war transformation.

Materials and methods. The study is based on regulatory documents in the field of regional development and security, official
statistics from the State Statistics Service of Ukraine and the Cherkasy Regional State Administration for 2021-2023, as well as
scholarly works by domestic and international authors on regional security and socio-economic development under martial law.

The research employed methods of analysis and synthesis to generalize approaches to the formation of regional security
and development policies; a systems approach to identify interconnections between social, economic, and security factors; and
theoretical generalization to formulate conclusions and proposals for improving regional development mechanisms during both
the crisis and post-war periods.

Results. The article analyzes the key security, social, economic, and infrastructural challenges faced by Cherkasy region
during the full-scale war. It has been revealed that, despite its rear location, the region is significantly affected by hostilities due
to attacks on critical infrastructure, the growing number of internally displaced persons (IDPs), increased pressure on the social
sector, and changes in economic dynamics. Security-related pressure is identified as a systemic foundation that influences other
areas of regional development.

The study summarizes major transformations in the functioning of regional authorities, social services, healthcare, and edu-
cational institutions. It highlights the growing demand for housing, medical care, social protection, and adaptation programs for
IDPs. Existing governance mechanisms demonstrate a degree of adaptability, but require strategic reinforcement in the context
of limited resources. The recent economic trends are evaluated, including a decline in production, shifts in the labor market
structure, and the need to stimulate entrepreneurial activity.

Based on the findings, the study outlines key development priorities for Cherkasy region: strengthening infrastructure resil-
ience, integrating IDPs into the economy and society, developing human capital, supporting small businesses, and enhancing
horizontal coordination among different levels of governance. The necessity of implementing a systematic approach to regional
planning, taking into account both wartime and post-war challenges, is substantiated.

Discussion. Future research should focus on developing comprehensive mechanisms for cooperation between the state and
business in preserving and strengthening regional economies and security, as well as on evaluating the effectiveness of relevant
government programs and local community initiatives. Such efforts will help to establish practical approaches to improving regional
development policy in the post-war recovery context and will contribute to enhancing the socio-economic resilience of the regions.

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Summary. Introduction. In the context of military conflict, marketing activities of enterprises are undergoing significant
transformation. War introduces both external threats (political instability, economic recession, shifts in consumer behavior) and
internal challenges (urgent adaptation needs, limited resources), which critically affect the effectiveness of brand management.
In such circumstances, digital communication tools become essential for sustaining brand resilience.

Purpose. The aim of this article is to analyze the adaptation of brand marketing management through digital communica-
tions during wartime, assess the effectiveness of various digital channels in maintaining brand stability under crisis conditions,
and provide practical recommendations to enhance brand resilience in conflict environments.

Materials and Methods. The study employs comparative analysis, content analysis of digital communication strategies used
by Ukrainian enterprises during the full-scale invasion, synthesis of empirical research findings, and graphical modeling of brand
management adaptation processes. The data sources include official corporate websites, open reports, analytical publications,
and academic literature.

Results. The findings indicate that the most effective digital channels in crisis conditions are messengers (particularly Tele-
gram), social media platforms, owned digital assets (websites, blogs), and email marketing. These channels are characterized by
flexibility, reliability, and personalized engagement. A two-stage adaptation model is proposed, encompassing the identification
of communication strategy modifications and the implementation of appropriate measures based on available resources. Em-
phasis is placed on ethical communication, transparency, feedback utilization, and digital transformation as critical elements
for brand survival and development during wartime.

Prospects. The study’s outcomes may be applied in developing anti-crisis marketing strategies across various industries. Im-
plementing a structured approach to digital communication will help enterprises retain consumer trust during crises and build a
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foundation for sustainable brand growth in the post-war period. Future research should focus on quantitatively evaluating the
impact of digital strategies on brand equity and financial performance in both wartime and recovery phases.

roblem Statement. Marketing management
during wartime becomes very important because
it enables enterprises to maintain contact with con-
sumers, sustain brand trust, and adapt their products
and services to the rapidly changing market needs.
During armed conflict, the market environment shifts
dramatically: supply chain disruptions occur, consumer
priorities change, and competition for limited resources
intensifies. Without flexible marketing management,
companies risk losing their audiences, damaging their
reputations, or even ceasing operations altogether.
Digital communications during this period serve as
a promotional tool and the primary channel for main-
taining continuous dialogue with customers, partners,
and society. In conditions of restricted physical pres-
ence, blockades, and disruptions in traditional com-
munication channels, digital technologies ensure the
speed, personalization, and scalability of interactions.
They enable brands to respond quickly to changing
circumstances, demonstrate social responsibility, build
emotional connections with consumers, and strengthen
resilience even under the most challenging conditions.
Analysis of Recent Research and Publica-
tions. Recent research provides a comprehensive view
of how brands in Ukraine and beyond are leverag-
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ing digital communications to adapt their marketing
management and ensure stability during wartime.
Ukrainian researchers such as Oklander et al. [1] and
Dubovyk et al. [2] highlight that the war has forced
small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) to rapidly
adapt their digital marketing strategies for both sur-
vival and growth. Their studies show that businesses
increasingly rely on a mix of digital channels-social
media, websites, email marketing, and interactive
screens-to maintain visibility and customer engage-
ment. The effectiveness of digital marketing is found
to depend on the optimal combination and synergy of
various channels, with a notable trend towards inte-
grating television and digital campaigns for greater
impact. Also, Zubchenko [3] pays attention to studying
how military actions change marketing communica-
tions and consumer behavior in Ukraine, analyzes
the main challenges that have arisen for enterprises,
in particular: market reduction due to a decrease in
the number of consumers and a drop in purchasing
power; increased sensitivity and changes in consumer
behavior, which increases the risks of negative reputa-
tional reactions; the need to adapt communications to
the fragmentation of the media space and increasing
requirements for the ethics of messages.
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Research by Gradus Research [4] and internation-
al scholars underscores the heightened sensitivity of
brand communications during wartime. Brands must
carefully navigate “red lines”-topics and symbols that
may be perceived as inappropriate or traumatic by the
public. The context can change rapidly, making pre-
viously acceptable messaging suddenly risky. Studies
involving both Ukrainian consumers and marketing
professionals have helped define new norms for appro-
priate brand communication, emphasizing empathy,
relevance, and caution to avoid reputational crises.

International research, such as Gardener [5],
draws parallels between branding strategies during
the Second World War, the COVID-19 pandemic, and
the current conflict in Ukraine. These works reveal
that brands often adapt their visual identity, messag-
ing, and tone of voice to reflect the realities of crisis,
leveraging the situation to reinforce resilience and sol-
idarity. This historical lens provides valuable context
for understanding contemporary brand adaptation in
wartime.

Formulation of Article Goals. This article aims
to analyze how brand marketing management adapts
through digital communications during wartime, eval-
uate the effectiveness of these channels in maintaining
brand stability under crisis conditions, and provide
practical recommendations for enterprises to enhance
brand resilience using digital marketing strategies in
conflict environments.

Presentation of the Main Material. In the con-
text of wartime, marketing activities face numerous
challenges that arise both from external environmen-
tal shifts and internal organizational transformations

External Factors

(Fig. 1). External factors such as political instability,
economic recession, and changes in consumer behavior
create significant obstacles for maintaining effective
market communication. At the same time, internal
factors, including the need for rapid strategic adap-
tation and resource constraints, demand prompt and
flexible responses from companies.

The challenges identified in wartime marketing
activities, both external and internal, form the foun-
dation for understanding the necessity of strategic
adjustments in brand marketing management.

In response to these challenges, the adaptation of
brand marketing management through digital commu-
nications becomes a mechanism for ensuring brand re-
silience, maintaining consumer loyalty, and supporting
business continuity during crisis conditions.

The adaptation of brand marketing management
through digital communications in wartime involves
two key steps (Fig. 2). The first step is identifying the
modifications required to increase an offering’s appeal
among targeted audiences. This includes monitoring
and analyzing current digital communication channels
to understand how brand messages are perceived un-
der crisis conditions, segmenting audiences based on
their specific wartime contexts, and assessing shifts
in consumer values, emotions, and behaviors. Brands
must determine the most relevant content types and
communication platforms for each segment while care-
fully identifying sensitive topics or “red lines” to avoid
negative reactions.

The second step focuses on implementing these
changes based on the organization’s capabilities and
resources. This involves reorienting and diversifying

communication channels to ensure multichannel
reach, customizing content to address the distinct
needs of consumers, partners, and employees, and
adjusting the tone, timing, and volume of messages to
maintain respect and empathy. Additionally, brands
enhance authenticity and transparency by sharing
sincere stories and real-life visuals, allocate resources
effectively to support digital efforts, and continuously
monitor audience responses to refine their strategies.
Together, these steps enable brands to adapt their
marketing management and leverage digital commu-
nications to maintain stability, trust, and engagement
in the challenging conditions of wartime.

Marketing strategies during wartime require rapid
adaptation to changing market conditions and con-
sumer behavior caused by conflict and uncertainty.
Companies must prioritize humane, sincere, and re-
sponsible communication that reflects universal values
and builds trust with their audience. It is important
to simplify product consumption processes and offer
new functions that help consumers cope with war-
time challenges, while avoiding exploitation of the con-
flict in marketing messages. Additionally, businesses
should focus on digitalization, social responsibility, and
strengthening local partnerships to maintain stability
and prepare for post-war recovery and growth.

Companies can leverage digitalization to maintain
communication with customers during wartime by
implementing a variety of digital tools and strategies.
First, digital platforms such as social media, messen-
gers, chatbots, and CRM systems enable prompt com-
munication with customers, provide 24/7 support, and
collect feedback for quick response to their needs. Sec-
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ond, business process automation and the use of ana-
lytical tools help better understand consumer behav-
ior, personalize offers, and increase customer loyalty
even in crisis conditions. Third, digital transformation
supports business continuity by allowing marketing
strategies to adapt to changes in buyer behavior and
geographic specifics, which is critical during war. Fi-
nally, digital solutions enable companies to expand
sales channels, reduce costs, and enter new markets,
helping maintain financial stability and customer con-
nection in challenging circumstances.

During wartime, digital channels primarily focus
on maintaining stability, speed, empathy, and social
responsibility, whereas in peacetime they emphasize
broad promotion, engagement, and sales (Table 1).

In wartime, the use of digital brand communication
channels in Ukraine underwent significant changes.
Companies had to quickly adapt their communication
strategies to respond to the new realities, character-
ized by heightened public sensitivity, media fragmen-
tation, and the urgent need for real-time information
(Fig. 3).

Social media remains a consistently vital channel
in both periods due to its broad reach and ability to
engage diverse audiences quickly. However, during
wartime, messengers such as Telegram and Viber see
a sharp increase in importance, becoming primary
tools for real-time communication, urgent updates,
and community coordination, reflecting the need for
rapid and reliable information flow in crisis conditions.
Email marketing also gains prominence as brands
use it to deliver critical updates and maintain trusted
communication with clients. Conversely, paid digital

advertising experiences a notable decline in usage
during wartime, likely due to shifting consumer pri-
orities, ethical considerations, and reduced market-
ing budgets. Owned digital resources and interactive
platforms see moderate growth, serving as stable hubs
for official information, educational content, and stake-
holder engagement.

Research examining Ukrainian businesses during
the full-scale invasion identified distinct periods of
enterprise survival, each requiring different approach-
es to digital marketing (Table 2). The most effective
strategy for maintaining brand stability has proven to
be a strategic integration of multiple channels, with
primary emphasis on:

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— messengers (especially Telegram) — providing im-
mediate, reliable communication even during infra-
structure disruptions;

— social media — maintaining broader community
connections and visibility;

— owned digital resources — establishing controlled
communication hubs;

— Email marketing — delivering personalized, direct
communication.

The messengers (particularly Telegram), owned
digital resources, and email marketing are among the
most effective channels due to their resilience, direct-
ness, and control over content. Social media platforms
remain highly valuable for broad audience engagement
but face challenges such as disinformation and plat-
form restrictions. Paid digital advertising and digital
TV/online radio offer moderate effectiveness, often lim-
ited by infrastructure vulnerabilities and policy con-
straints. Interactive platforms, such as webinars and
online conferences, are useful for targeted engagement
but have limited reach during widespread disruptions.

Building on these insights, practical recommenda-
tions can be formulated to help enterprises enhance
their brand resilience through digital marketing strat-
egies. By integrating the most robust channels iden-
tified in the analysis and adopting best practices for
crisis communication, businesses can better navigate
the uncertainties of conflict.

Enterprises operating in conflict environments like
Ukraine can enhance brand resilience by implement-
ing robust digital marketing strategies that prioritize
adaptability, transparency, and ethical engagement.
An approach involves integrated multi-channel com-
munication, ensuring consistent messaging across
platforms such as Telegram, Viber, social media, email

newsletters, and owned resources like websites and
blogs. By developing a communication matrix, busi-
nesses can tailor message types to the most effective
channels — urgent updates via messengers, detailed
explanations on websites — while continuously ana-
lyzing performance to adapt to shifting audience be-
haviors or platform restrictions.

Transparency and stakeholder engagement are
equally critical in maintaining trust during turbu-
lent times. Companies should openly communicate
operational changes, logistical challenges, and com-
munity support efforts. Partnering with local influ-
encers, charities, and volunteers can amplify credi-
bility, while actively incorporating customer feedback
ensures the communication strategy remains relevant
and responsive. This fosters a sense of shared purpose
and reliability.

Flexibility and data-driven decision-making allow
businesses to stay ahead of evolving consumer needs.
By closely monitoring analytics, brands can quickly
adjust content and offerings, such as prioritizing es-
sential goods during power outages, and reallocate
budgets to the most resilient channels if others become
inaccessible. This agility ensures continuity and rele-
vance despite external disruptions.

Strengthening internal organizational resilience is
another pillar of long-term stability. Training employ-
ees in crisis communication and digital security, decen-
tralizing decision-making to empower regional teams,
and conducting post-crisis audits to refine protocols all
contribute to a more adaptive and prepared workforce.
These measures enable swift, localized responses to
emerging challenges.

Upholding ethical standards and safeguarding
long-term reputation are non-negotiable. Brands must

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avoid exploiting conflict in marketing messages, share
only verified information, and actively combat disin-
formation. Investing in pre-crisis relationships with
customers and communities builds a foundation of
trust, while emphasizing social responsibility through
humanitarian initiatives reinforces the brand’s com-
mitment to positive impact beyond commerce. Togeth-
er, these strategies create a resilient framework for
navigating uncertainty while maintaining integrity
and connection with stakeholders.

By investing in these practices during conflict, en-
terprises can not only safeguard their reputation and
customer relationships but also lay the groundwork
for sustainable growth and long-term loyalty in the
post-crisis period.

Conclusions. The conducted analysis substanti-
ates that in wartime conditions, digital communication
becomes not only a tool for tactical interaction but also
a strategic instrument for ensuring brand resilience,
continuity of marketing activities, and preservation
of stakeholder trust. The dual nature of challenges —

external (political, economic, social) and internal (orga-
nizational and resource-based) — requires companies
to implement agile, ethically grounded, and data-in-
formed brand marketing management practices. The
effectiveness of digital channels such as messengers,
social media, owned platforms, and email market-
ing is determined by their adaptability, immediacy,
and capacity to maintain controlled, empathetic, and
audience-sensitive messaging in crisis settings.

Enterprises should institutionalize integrated
multi-channel strategies, uphold transparency in
stakeholder relations, and reinforce internal capac-
ities in digital and crisis communications. Ethical
responsibility, long-term stakeholder engagement,
and a commitment to social solidarity should become
integral elements of brand strategy in conflict envi-
ronments. Such an approach not only mitigates rep-
utational and operational risks but also establishes
a foundation for post-war recovery, sustainable com-
petitiveness, and renewed brand capital in the global
marketplace.

Summary. Introduction. The use of artificial intelligence in digital marketing opens up new opportunities for enhancing
the effectiveness of consumer communications, optimizing advertising campaigns, and improving content personalization. The
global digitalization of business processes, the increasing volume of data, and the advancement of machine learning algo-
rithms contribute to the active implementation of Al in marketing activities, which alters traditional approaches to consumer
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interaction and strategic brand management. At the same time, the large-scale use of Al generates new challenges related to
ethical aspects, data confidentiality and algorithmic bias, which requires further research.

Purpose. The purpose of this article is to analyze the key application areas of artificial intelligence in digital marketing, as-
sess its advantages and challenges, and identify current trends and prospects for the development of this technology within the
context of marketing activities.

Materials and methods. The study employs a comprehensive methodological approach, encompassing analysis of scientific
literature, case studies of leading global brands, a comparative analysis of the effectiveness of various Al tools in marketing
practice, and forecasting technology development trends based on statistical data and contemporary research in the field of
digital marketing.

Results. The article examines the main application areas of artificial intelligence in marketing, including predictive analytics,
dynamic content, chatbots and communication automation, personalized recommendations, dynamic retargeting and consum-
er behavior analysis. The main advantages of using Al are identified, specifically increasing the effectiveness of advertising
campaigns, optimizing customer interactions, and enhancing audience engagement. Special attention is paid to modern trends,
including the development of generative Al, hyper-personalization of marketing content, integration with augmented reality
technologies, and real-time big data analytics. The main challenges associated with the use of Al are identified, including issues
of algorithm transparency, protection of personal data, potential job losses in the marketing sector due to automation, and the

risk of manipulation of consumer behavior.

Prospects. Further research could focus on developing effective methods for regulating and managing the ethical risks asso-
ciated with using Al in marketing, examining the long-term impact of artificial intelligence on consumer behavior, and integrating
Al with other advanced technologies to create innovative marketing strategies.

Summary. Introduction. Globalization and the rapid development of digital technologies are shaping a new reality for cos-
metic companies, which are forced to adapt their marketing strategies to market changes. Cooperation with large retail chains
provides access to a wide audience, while the use of digital tools (social networks, online advertising, influencers) allows for
deep interaction with the consumer. The influence of these two factors is key to increasing brand awareness in a highly com-
petitive environment. The example of the MFT brand demonstrates the effectiveness of combining retail channels and digital
marketing in achieving strategic marketing goals.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to identify the relationship between the marketing activities of the MFT brand, in par-
ticular in the field of digital promotion, and the results of its cooperation with the GM retail chain to increase brand awareness
in the Ukrainian cosmetic market.

Materials and methods. The research materials are: 1) Data on sales volumes of the MFT brand products before and after
entering the market through the GM network; 2) Analytics of activity in social networks (Instagram, TikTok, Facebook); 3) Google
search statistics on the frequency of brand queries; 4) Customer satisfaction rating on review platforms; 5) Works of domestic
and foreign authors on marketing, branding and digital communications.

The following scientific methods were used in the research process: Quantitative analytical method — to measure changes in
recognition indicators; modeling method — to formalize coefficients: Engagement Rate, sales growth, CSAT, competitive response
index; content analysis — to analyze the reaction of the audience and customers in social networks; comparison method — to
compare calculated values of indicators before and after marketing activities for greater recognition of the MFT brand.

Results. The study found that: digital marketing tools contributed to the growth of the brand’s online engagement by 5.6%
(ER); partnership with the GM network ensured a 50% increase in sales in the first months after launch; search interest in-
creased by 60% according to Google queries after integration into the retail network; CSAT indicator reached 80%, which
indicates high audience loyalty; competitive reaction appeared with a delay of 2 months after the brand’s introduction, which
emphasizes the advantage of early partnership with large retailers.

Discussion. Future research should be directed at: studying the role of video content in shaping the brand image; analyz-
ing the impact of influencers of various scales on the behavior of the target audience; studying the effectiveness of Al tools in
predicting customer behavior and automating marketing campaigns; building personalized promotion strategies for cosmetic
companies taking into account the dynamics of the digital market.

Summary. Introduction. The article examines the application of blockchain technology in corporate financial
management with a focus on increasing transaction transparency and security.
Purpose. The purpose of this study is to analyze the application of blockchain technology as a means to enhance

transparency and security in corporate financial management, with a specific emphasis on accounting, internal

control, and auditing.

Materials and methods. The research is based on a review of previously published studies. The methodology includes com-
parative analysis, induction and deduction, logical reasoning, and other analytical approaches.
Results. The theoretical foundations of decentralized ledgers, their operating principles, and consensus mechanisms are

analyzed, as well as their impact on the accuracy of accounting, the efficiency of internal controls, and auditing. Practical case
studies of blockchain implementation in various sectors (banking, insurance, logistics, etc.) are presented, reflecting reductions
in document processing time, minimization of fraud risks, and improvements in compliance procedures. The work also pays
special attention to the technological and regulatory barriers that limit the widespread adoption of blockchain in corporate
finance. In conclusion, the article formulates its findings. The information presented is of interest to scholars and practitioners
in the fields of financial management and information technology, particularly those specializing in the digital transformation
of financial systems to enhance transaction transparency and security. Moreover, the material will be useful for specialists
involved in the development of innovative strategies and regulatory mechanisms aiming to integrate blockchain technologies to
optimize financial processes and ensure robust data protection in a dynamic digital economy.

Further research in this area. Future research in this field should focus on the integration of new adaptive consensus al-
gorithms with artificial intelligence and dynamic smart contracts. This direction holds potential for enhancing the flexibility,
efficiency, and security of blockchain-based financial systems.

tatement of the problem. Modern financial man-

agement is undergoing a period of profound trans-
formation, driven by digitalization and the increasing
demands for transparency and security of operations
[4]. Blockchain technologies, originally popularized
through cryptocurrencies (Bitcoin, Ethereum, etc.),
are gradually expanding beyond the purely “cryptocur-
rency” sphere to become an instrument for enhancing
corporate finance.

Analysis of recent research and publications.
Danju D. [1] examines innovative solutions in account-
ing, emphasizing that the use of distributed ledgers
helps reduce operational risks and prevent fraud. Simi-
larly, the study by Rane N., Choudhary S., and Rane J.
[2] demonstrates the potential of integrating block-
chain with artificial intelligence to create synergistic
effects in financial flow management, which not only
automates control processes but also enhances trans-
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action reliability. Kukman T. and Gricar S. [3] in turn
focus on improving the quality of financial systems,
considering blockchain as a tool that contributes to
process optimization and enhanced management effi-
ciency, while Chang S.E., Luo H.L., and Chen Y.C. [8]
emphasize the revolutionary changes in trade finance,
where the application of the technology in the context
of letters of credit enables a rethinking of traditional
transaction methods.

Abdelhamid M. et al. [4] provide an analysis of
the challenges of blockchain implementation, paying
attention to existing barriers and prospective Al-
based solutions, thereby considering blockchain not
only as a technical innovation but also as a strate-
gic instrument for enhancing financial transaction
transparency. Kayani U. and Hasan F. [5] analyze the
interrelationship between the dynamics of cryptocur-
rencies and the functioning of traditional financial
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institutions, emphasizing the need for an interdisci-
plinary approach and the sustainable development
of the technology. The studies by Georgiou I. et al.
[6] and Priom M.A. I. et al. [7] demonstrate how the
use of blockchain technology contributes to increased
accuracy in accounting, reduction of operational costs,
and improved auditing procedures.

Upadhyay A. et al. [10] consider the impact of the
technology on the formation of a circular economy,
pointing to the possibility of a harmonious combina-
tion of economic efficiency with environmental and
social priorities. The study by Liladhar Rane N. et al.
[9] demonstrates the potential of an interdisciplin-
ary approach, where digital technologies, including
blockchain, serve as tools for analyzing socio-economic
processes.

Bamakan S.M. H., Motavali A., and Bondarti A.B.
[11] provide a detailed assessment of the performance
criteria of various consensus algorithms, highlighting
key parameters for enhancing the resilience and effi-
ciency of distributed systems. A similar contribution
was made by Wan S. et al. [12], who presented a com-
parative review of modern consensus protocols, thus
offering a deeper understanding of the structural fea-
tures of the technology in the face of growing demands
for scalability and security.

Martinez D., Magdalena L., and Savitri A.N. [13]
propose the integration of artificial intelligence with
blockchain technology, which enhances the process-
es of analyzing and monitoring financial operations.
Adewale T.T., Olorunyomi T.D., and Odonkor T.N.
[14] develop a conceptual model in which blockchain
technology is used to strengthen reporting transpar-
ency and regulatory compliance. Complementing the
aforementioned studies, Almadadha R. [3] focuses on
the use of blockchain in financial accounting, paying
attention not only to traditional aspects of security
and transparency, but also to emerging trends related
to ESG reporting.

Thus, the literature review demonstrates the
multifaceted nature of research in the application of
blockchain in financial management. On one hand,
publications focused on the practical application of
the technology to enhance transaction transparency
and security emphasize the possibilities of integration
with artificial intelligence and innovative methods in
trade finance. On the other hand, theoretical studies
in accounting and auditing reveal the fundamental
principles of distributed ledgers and confirm their po-
tential for optimizing the control of financial processes.

The purpose. Based on the identified gap, the aim
of this work is to analyze the application of blockchain
technology for enhancing transaction transparency
and security in the field of corporate financial man-
agement, with a focus on accounting, internal control,
and auditing.

The scientific novelty lies in proposing a new inte-
grative approach to the use of blockchain technology

for improving the transparency and security of cor-
porate transactions, achieved through a systematic
analysis of the theoretical foundations of distributed
ledgers, a comparative study of consensus algorithms,
and an empirical evaluation of implementation case
studies that optimize accounting, internal control, and
auditing processes.

The author’s hypothesis is that the use of block-
chain can not only increase transparency and reduce
fraud risks in financial operations but also improve
the quality of financial accounting through immutable
records and reduced reliance on manual verification.

Materials and methods. This work is based on
a review and analysis of scientific publications on
blockchain and its role in financial management.

Presentation of the main material
of the research

Theoretical foundations for the application of
blockchain in financial management. Blockchain
technology is based on a decentralized ledger, where
each transaction is grouped into a block and confirmed
by a network of nodes using cryptographic methods
[4]. Each node in the network maintains a complete
copy of the ledger. When a new transaction occurs,
network participants must confirm its validity, which
prevents abuse and targeted attacks on a single server.
Blockchain utilizes encryption with hash functions;
data in each block are linked to the previous block via
a unique hash. Any attempt to alter data in a block
results in a discrepancy throughout the entire chain
[5]. The most widely adopted consensus mechanisms
are Proof of Work (PoW) and Proof of Stake (PoS).
PoW requires solving complex computational puzzles,
making the network resilient to external attacks but
energy-intensive. PoS, based on “stake,” reduces en-
ergy consumption and increases speed, but demands
high standards for the fair distribution of tokens [6].

One of blockchain’s advantages in the corporate sec-
tor is the assurance of transparency and verifiability
of operations [7]. In financial systems, the approval
chain is often complex and opaque, which increases
fraud risk. Blockchain enables every operation to be
recorded in a single ledger accessible to all network
participants:

* Transaction traceability.
* Forgery resistance.
¢ Audit automation [1; 3].

Thus, blockchain transparency optimizes inter-
actions between financial departments, external
auditors, and regulators, creating a trustworthy en-
vironment. For instance, Ethereum-based solutions
(following its transition to PoS) have significantly ac-
celerated operations in decentralized finance (DeF1i) ap-
plications and enhanced their reliability [2; 9]. Figure
1 below summarizes the elements that make it possible
to achieve increased security in financial transactions
through the application of the blockchain network.

As a result, blockchain creates an environment
where each transaction maintains cryptographic in-
tegrity, and the risk of fraud is reduced due to trans-
parency and decentralization.

Blockchain in accounting, internal control,
and auditing. The use of distributed ledgers in ac-
counting enhances the accuracy and timeliness of
recording financial transactions. In traditional ac-
counting models, most processes rely on documents
and databases stored in centralized systems [4]. With
blockchain implementation, each transaction (for ex-
ample, an entry for invoice payment) is verified by
network nodes and recorded in a distributed ledger,
ensuring an immutable history. Certain operations —
such as document compliance checks, reconciliations,
and balance confirmations — can be performed auto-
matically using smart contracts [7; 11].

Within a financial group or holding, data from subsid-
iary units can be consolidated into a single ledger, simpli-
fying the preparation of consolidated reports. This is par-
ticularly relevant when diverse ERP systems are used
within the holding [3, 10]. Internal control is aimed at
the timely detection and prevention of anomalies, errors,
and fraudulent activities. In the context of blockchain,
the internal control system gains several advantages:
¢ Automated anomaly monitoring.
¢ High traceability.

* Support for KYC/AML Procedures [3; 9].
* A unified, verifiable ledger for compliance and secu-
rity departments [2; 15].

Below, Table 1 summarizes the main effects
achieved by companies when implementing blockchain
in internal control and compliance processes, as well
as possible limitations.

Thus, blockchain in accounting, internal control,
and auditing opens opportunities for automation, en-
hanced transparency, and data protection. However,
technological, legal, and organizational aspects asso-
ciated with overhauling traditional methods must be
taken into account. The following sections will review
practical experiences in integrating blockchain into
corporate finance and its future prospects.

Practical application in corporate finance:
cases and prospects. One of the most promising
areas for blockchain implementation in corporate fi-
nance is the creation and dissemination of financial
reporting. Traditional reporting processes are often
prone to errors and delays due to multi-step document
verification. With blockchain, every operation affecting
financial results is recorded in a distributed ledger and
becomes available to interested parties in real time [6].

One of the main advantages of blockchain in cor-
porate finance is the reduction of fraud risks and the
optimization of compliance procedures. Thanks to the
immutability of the ledger and cryptographic protec-
tion methods, every transaction is recorded in a man-
ner that makes forgery extremely difficult [8; 14].

In practice, the challenge of aligning public block-
chains with regulatory norms still arises: in some ju-
risdictions, it is necessary to restrict access to certain

information or provide a “right to be forgotten” for
personal data (as required by GDPR in the EU) [7].
Consequently, most cases are currently being deployed
in “private” or “consortium” networks, where the circle
of validators is limited [3].

For a clear assessment of examples of blockchain
use in the corporate sector and the key results of their
implementation, Table 2 is presented below.

Overall, despite existing limitations, market dy-
namics and successful pilot projects confirm that
blockchain technology is being actively integrated into
corporate finance.

Conclusions of this research and prospects
for further research in this area. The study ana-
lyzed the mechanisms by which blockchain technology
ensures transparency, protection, and verification of
financial transactions in the corporate sector.

There is a need to develop an interdisciplinary
model that combines blockchain technologies, artifi-
cial intelligence, and big data processing algorithms

for the automated analysis of financial transactions.
Within this model, it is proposed to design intelligent
smart contracts capable of identifying anomalies and
potential fraudulent schemes in real time through
the integration of machine learning methods with
advanced consensus algorithms (such as adaptive
versions of PoS or hybrid solutions). This approach
would not only accelerate audit processes by automat-
ing routine checks, but also improve the accuracy of
accounting and internal control by reducing depen-
dence on manual data verification and minimizing
operational risks.

In addition, it is essential to establish a unified
regulatory and technological standard for the integra-
tion of blockchain technologies into corporate financial
management. A comparative analysis of existing reg-
ulatory frameworks across different jurisdictions is
recommended in order to identify optimal solutions
and develop policy guidelines for governments and the
corporate sector.

Summary. Introduction. Against the background of the need to implement sustainable development goals, the issues of
developing basic directions for increasing the innovative attractiveness of industrial enterprises in the context of the formation
of Industry 4.0 and 5.0 are becoming particularly relevant. The development of national industrial production based on new
technologies becomes innovatively attractive to investors, ensuring the stability and competitiveness of the Ukrainian economy
in situations of war and post-war development.

The purpose of the article is to consider, substantiate and generalize the basic directions for increasing the level of inno-
vative attractiveness of industrial enterprises in the context of the formation of Industry 4.0 and 5.0, as well as the need to
implement sustainable development goals.

In the process of conducting the research, scientific methods were used: analysis and synthesis; visualization, logical gener-
alization of results.

Results. The innovative attractiveness of an industrial enterprise is positioned as a guarantee of technological progress
and an indicator of the stability, responsibility and openness of the national economy to the long-term future. Directions for
increasing the innovative attractiveness of industrial enterprises in the context of the emergence of Industry 4.0 and sustainable
development have been developed — integration of Industry 4.0 technologies, greening of production, development of innova-
tive culture of corporations, digital transformation of management, use of ESG approaches, investment in R&D, flexibility and
openness to new business models. Directions for increasing the innovative attractiveness of industrial enterprises in the context
of the emergence of Industry 5.0 and sustainable development have been developed — digital transformation and intellectu-
alization of production, human-centricity in production, ecological modernization, support for startups and open innovations,
investment in research and development (R&D), development of innovative culture at the enterprise, global cooperation and
entry into international markets, innovative marketing and branding. Directions for increasing the innovative attractiveness of
industrial enterprises in the context of the emergence of Industry 4.0 and 5.0 and sustainable development have been summa-
rized and visualized. The possibility, reality and expediency of using the developed and proposed directions for increasing the
level of innovative attractiveness for industrial enterprises are proven on specific examples demonstrated by global and national
companies. Based on the study of the works of the progressive scientific community, it is recommended to increase the level of
innovative attractiveness of industrial national production as the basis for the stability of the Ukrainian economy in situations
of war and its post-war development. At the same time, certain problems with the implementation of sustainable development
goals are indicated, which requires optimization of logistics processes and active work in this direction.

Prospects and further research in developing directions for increasing the innovative attractiveness of industrial enterprises on
the basis of Industry 4.0 and 5.0 and in the context of sustainable development include the integration of sustainable development
concepts, digital transformation and Industry 4.0, the human-centric approach of Industry 5.0, new business models related to the
phantomization of industry and «innovation as a service» (laaS), international cooperation and clusters. Current research remains
on technology transfer mechanisms, transnational innovation platforms and policies to stimulate international cooperation.

Summary. Introduction. The full-scale war in Ukraine has led to profound transformations in the sphere of employment and
labor resource management. Under the new conditions, a socially responsible approach to preserving and developing human
capital — as the foundation for economic recovery- has become especially important. This requires the combined efforts of the
state, business, and civil society to create an effective system for supporting workers, providing access to education, retraining,
and social adaptation. There is a pressing need to define new approaches to human capital management, with an emphasis on
digitalization, flexible employment policies, and the long-term resilience of the economy.

Purpose. The purpose of this study is to outline the key characteristics of the current state of human capital in Ukraine and
to identify priority areas of action for the state and business aimed at its recovery, development, and effective use in the post-
war period, taking into account the challenges posed by the war and the need for the country’s socio-economic growth.

Materials and methods. The research is based on a range of materials, including legal and regulatory acts in the fields of em-
ployment, education, and social protection; statistical data reflecting the state of human capital in Ukraine under wartime con-
ditions; as well as scholarly works by domestic and international authors on the development and restoration of human capital.

The study employs methods of analysis and synthesis to generalize approaches to human capital formation; a systems ap-
proach to identify interconnections between government and business initiatives; and theoretical generalization to formulate
conclusions regarding the improvement of human capital management mechanisms in the post-war period.

Results. The article explores the key challenges and transformations in the field of human capital in Ukraine caused by the
war, including declining birth rates, mass migration, workforce shortages, and shifts in the labor market structure. It substan-
tiates the need to reconsider the roles of the state and business in shaping a resilient labor potential management policy. The
study summarizes current government initiatives in the areas of education, healthcare, social protection, and rehabilitation,
highlighting their strengths and weaknesses.

It is determined that effective human capital management in the post-war period should be based on the digitalization of
processes, the development of public-private partnerships, flexible educational approaches, and the expansion of psychosocial
support.

The research findings make it possible to outline structured directions for improving human capital management mechanisms,
which can serve as a foundation for practical decisions in public policy, corporate HR strategies, and institutional support for the
labor market. The article emphasizes the need to create a unified system for coordinating the efforts of the state, business, and
civil society to ensure the long-term resilience of the economy through the preservation and development of human potential.

Discussion. Future research should focus on the development of comprehensive mechanisms for collaboration between the
state and business in the preservation and development of human capital, as well as on the evaluation of the effectiveness of rele-
vant government programs and corporate initiatives. This will help formulate practical approaches to improving human capital man-
agement policies in the context of post-war economic recovery and will contribute to strengthening the country’s labor potential.

Summary. Introduction. Decarbonizing global energy systems and adapting to climate change require major investments in
developed and developing countries. Existing investments are available, however, they fall far short of what is objectively need-
ed. It is worth noting that green finance is not a fixed entity or instrument like green bonds or a green lending scheme, and the
parameters of what constitutes this phenomenon change over time [4; 10]. While the green finance landscape initially consisted
mainly of international climate funds focused on mitigation and adaptation activities, it has since evolved into a broad and
contested ecosystem with diverse actors, instruments, and large amounts of capital flowing through it.

Purpose. The purpose of this study is to summarize the theoretical foundations and practical approaches to green financing,
as well as identify its role and potential for the transformation of oil and gas industry enterprises in the context of the transition
to sustainable development and decarbonization of the economy.

Materials and methods. In the process of conducting the research, methods of analysis and synthesis were used to study
scientific sources on the concept of green financing and its instruments. The comparative analysis method allowed us to evalu-
ate the practices of applying green financing in the oil and gas sector. The systematic approach made it possible to structure the
main subjects, instruments and directions of using green capital in the transformation of enterprises.

The materials of the research were analytical reports of international financial organizations (Climate Bonds Initiative,
OECD, IEA), scientific publications of leading researchers on the topic of sustainable development and green financing, as
well as statistical data on the volume of green bond attraction, investments in renewable energy and environmental projects.
Particular attention was paid to the analysis of regulatory legal acts and international agreements, such as the Paris Climate
Agreement, which form the framework conditions for attracting environmentally oriented finance in the oil and gas sector.

Results. The study found that green financing is a key tool for supporting the environmental transformation of oil and gas
companies. The main groups of entities that ensure the mobilization of green capital were identified: international financial orga-
nizations, government agencies, the private sector, non-profit organizations and specialized climate funds. Particular attention
was paid to three main green financing instruments that have prospects for application in the oil and gas sector — green bonds,
investments in environmentally oriented capital and «green» loans. It was proven that the green transformation of oil and gas
companies requires a combination of financial incentives, regulatory regulation and transparent reporting mechanisms. An anal-
ysis of international experience has shown the effectiveness of attracting green financing through standardized instruments, in
particular in accordance with the Green Bond Principles and the requirements of the EU Taxonomy. At the same time, a number
of challenges were identified for the implementation of green financing in Ukraine, in particular the insufficient development of
the domestic market of relevant financial instruments, the lack of a single national taxonomy and high military-political risks.

Further research in this area. Future scientific research should be directed at in-depth analysis of the effectiveness of imple-
menting specific green financing instruments at the level of individual oil and gas industry enterprises. It is promising to study
the impact of green bonds, environmental loans and ESG investments on the financial sustainability, innovative activity and
level of environmental responsibility of enterprises.

Summary. Introduction. A comprehensive study of the processes of managing the innovative activities of eco-oriented enter-
prises is relevant, aimed at ensuring their effective functioning and intensive development.

The study of approaches to managing the innovative activities of eco-oriented enterprises is
relevant and meets the challenges of Industry 5.0, for which the application of a human-centric approach and orientation on the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), on environmental, social and economic factors of managerial influence on innovation
processes are important. The use of these approaches at each step of the life cycle will help companies increase their chances
of developing and implementing successful innovations, staying at the forefront of innovative development.

Purpose. The purpose of the work is to study approaches to managing the innovative activities of eco-oriented enterprises
to ensure the intensive development of domestic business entities and the country’s economy as a whole.

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Summary. Introduction. In the current conditions of digitalization of the economy, artificial intelligence (Al) is becoming
one of the key factors in the transformation of the enterprise management system. The use of Al technologies opens up new
opportunities for optimizing management processes, increasing the efficiency of decision-making and adapting enterprises to a
rapidly changing market environment. The implementation of Al allows not only to automate routine tasks, but also to form an-
alytical approaches to strategic planning, risk management and the development of innovations. The relevance of the research
lies in the need to substantiate methodological approaches and determine practical mechanisms for integrating Al into the

management structures of enterprises to ensure their sustainable development and competitiveness.

Objective. The objective of this article is to analyze the theoretical foundations of implementing Al into the management sys-
tem, assess the effectiveness of Al-based solutions, and develop recommendations for its further implementation at the enterprise.

Materials and Methods. The methodological basis of the study is formed by theoretical developments in the implementation
of Alin the enterprise management system.

Future research should focus not only on the technical intricacies of Al implementation, but also on the broader
social, organizational, moral, and economic implications of its use in business management. This interdisciplinary approach will
allow for a comprehensive assessment of the potential of artificial intelligence as a lever for shaping effective governance in the

context of the digital transformation of the economy.
