Summary. Introduction. The article substantiates the need to review the
theoretical foundations of the adaptability of agricultural enterprises through the
prism of behavioural economics. Given the high level of uncertainty in the
agricultural sector, the article proposes an analysis of adaptability not only from
the perspective of a resource or organisational approach, but also by taking into
account cognitive, emotional, cultural and mental factors that influence decision-
making by agricultural entities.

Purpose. To form a conceptual vision of the adaptability of an agricultural
enterprise based on the principles of behavioural economics, to reveal
methodological approaches to the analysis of decisions in conditions of
uncertainty and limited rationality.

Materials and methods. The study uses an interdisciplinary approach:
critical analysis of classical and modern sources in the fields of economics,
psychology, and management, as well as methods of deduction, comparative
analysis, conceptual modelling, and elements of a systematic approach.

Results. The article outlines the main mental limitations (heuristics,
cognitive biases, framing, status quo effect) that influence the behaviour of
agricultural managers. It has been established that the adaptability of an
agricultural enterprise is formed not only through institutional and resource
capacity, but also through the ability of management to adequately perceive and
interpret changes, avoid destructive reactions and form behavioural flexibility.
The article analyses scientific approaches to enterprise adaptability (especially

in the agricultural sector) and key concepts of behavioural economics relevant to
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explaining the adaptive behaviour of agricultural actors. In particular, factors
such as risk appetite, cognitive biases, and social norms that determine farmers'
decisions in situations of uncertainty will be considered. The Ukrainian and
international discourse on this topic is highlighted separately, and the author's
vision of the methodological basis for the adaptability of agricultural enterprises,
taking into account behavioural factors, is formulated.

Future prospects. The proposed conceptual approach opens new horizons
for the development of behavioural indicators of adaptability, the creation of
practical models of strategic behaviour of agricultural entities, and the rethinking
of management practices in conditions of instability.
