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Summary. Introduction. Healthcare is one of the critical components of the
national economy, and its state defines development of human capital and social
stability of a country. In the conditions of martial law — enacted in Ukraine due
to the full-scale Russian invasion in 2022 — its health system is faced with
unprecedented challenges, in particular due to damaged and destroyed
infrastructure, medical staff shortages, resource scarcity, and growing needs of
the population. Effective functioning of the industry in such conditions requires a
holistic approach to its economic support, covering financing, logistics,
personnel, organization, information and other components.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to identify key problem areas of
economic support for development of the health system of Ukraine during the
period of martial law. To achieve this goal, approaches of Ukrainian and foreign
scientists to interpretation of the concept of «economic supporty in the industry
have been systematized, and publications of international organizations
pertaining to current state of the health system of Ukraine have been analyzed.

Materials and methods. Within the study, methods of systemic and
comparative analysis are used. The materials of the article come from the works
of Ukrainian and foreign scientists, as well as from publications issued by
international organizations. The components of economic support, which are a
subject of Ukrainian scientific discourse, are compared with their closest
functional counterparts in foreign literature.

Results. Relevance of approaching the economic support of development of
a health system as an integrated system of managing the interaction of financial,
material and technical, personnel, organizational and information components,
aimed at ensuring sustainability, efficiency and adaptability of the industry, is
substantiated. Based on the analysis of publications issued by international
organizations, ten priority areas of economic support in conditions of martial law

are identified. Current level of functioning of the industry being ensured by
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partially reformed financial mechanisms, support of international partners and
digital innovations is proven. At the same time, lack of funding, shortage of
personnel, disruption of logistical chains, and uneven access to medical services
across the regions of Ukraine remain principal challenges.

Further research in the area. In future research, it is reasonable to focus
on identifying directions of social and personnel support for functioning of
healthcare, developing methodological approaches to implementation of effective
solutions pertaining to improvement of management of development of a health
system at macro-, meso-, and microeconomic levels.
