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Summary. Introduction. The rapid introduction of artificial intelligence
(Al) technologies into the sphere of public administration is creating new
requirements for the competencies of civil servants. Government institutions are
increasingly relying on algorithmic tools to optimize management processes,
analyze data, and improve the quality of public services. At the same time,
international organizations (OECD, UNESCO, UNDP) emphasize the critical
gap between the technical capabilities of Al and the ability of state institutions
to apply it effectively. The relevance of this study lies in the need to develop a
typology of Al competencies that ensures a responsible and sustainable digital
transformation of the public sector.

Purpose. The purpose of this study is to develop a typology of Al skills
among civil servants, based on a comparative analysis of the international
experiences of OECD, G20, and EU countries, as well as an assessment of the
Ukrainian context.

Materials and methods. The information base comprises political,
analytical, and methodological documents from international organizations,
national digital transformation strategies, and Ukrainian practices in training
civil servants. The methods of content analysis, typology of digital skills,
comparative analysis of educational models, SWOT analysis of institutional
capacity of Ukraine were applied. The concepts of digital maturity, public
leadership, and ethical use of algorithms form the methodological basis.

Results. Based on the study, a typology of Al competencies in the public
sector was developed, comprising four levels: user (Al-user), analytical (data
analytics), technical (Al developer), and managerial (Al governance). A global
trend towards the institutionalization of training has been identified, ranging
from mandatory digital upskilling courses (UAE, Great Britain) to international
mass learning platforms (Government Al Campus, UNESCO). Positive
dynamics in digital literacy characterize the Ukrainian context, but it also faces

fragmentation and unequal access to specialized training in the field of AL
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SWOT analysis showed strengths (institutional activity of the central level), but
also significant weaknesses (lack of systemic policy, insufficient ethical and
management modules, personnel asymmetry between regions).

Discussion. The development of Al competencies in the public sector of
Ukraine is possible provided that the transition to an ecosystem approach is
made, which includes differentiated training routes for different job categories;
systematic training of trainers in digital leadership, adaptation of international
educational programs, introduction of mandatory certification of managers in
the field of responsible use of Al; integration of ethical standards and
regulatory requirements into training modules. Such an approach will minimize
algorithmic risks, ensure innovative management, and increase the institutional
capacity of the state in the conditions of algorithmization.
